
Second Circuit Grants Stay 
To Argentina in $16B Case

Argentina will get a reprieve in 
a high-stakes, $16 billion case 
backed by litigation funder Bur-
ford Capital.

The U.S. Court of Appeals 
for the Second Circuit has 
granted the Argentine Repub-
lic’s request for a stay pend-
ing appeal, winning the South 
American country much-need-
ed time to possibly avoid an 
outsized payment to creditors.

On June 30, 2025, Senior

Southern District of  
New York Board of Judges 
Appoints Jay Clayton  
As US Attorney 

Jay Clayton is now U.S. Attor-
ney for the Southern District of 
New York, following a vote on 
Monday by the SDNY Board of 
Judges. 

Clayton has served as an 
interim U.S. Attorney since he 
was installed in April. The vote 
comes as Clayton’s interim sta-
tus was set to expire Tuesday 
evening, at the end of the 120-
day period. 

Following the court appoint-
ment, Clayton may now hold 
the role of U.S. Attorney until 
another person is nominated 
by the president and appointed 
with the advice and consent of 
the Senate.

Clayton’s tenure as interim 
U.S. Attorney began during a 
turbulent period at the SDNY 
U.S. Attorney’s Office, which 
saw the resignation of Acting 
U.S. Attorney Danielle Sassoon 
and various line prosecutors. 
The resignations followed a 
directive from Main Justice to 
dismiss the political corruption 
case against New York City May-
or Eric Adams. The DOJ cited 
expressly political and not legal 
reasons to dismiss the case.

In recent weeks, the office 
also saw the firing of a well-
respected Assistant U. S. 
Attorney, Maurene Comey, who 
prosecuted music mogul Sean 
Combs and convicted child sex 
trafficker Ghislaine Maxwell. No 
clear reason was provided for 
her termination, but Comey’s 
father, former FBI Director 
James Comey, has been criti-
cal of President Donald Trump. 

Clayton previously chaired 
the Securities and Exchange 
Commission, but previously has 
no experience as a prosecutor. 

Clayton’s installation as 
interim was announced by 
Trump on the social media 
platform Truth Social, after 
Democratic New York Senator 
and Senate Minority Leader 
Chuck Schumer said he would 
block Clayton’s nomination in 
the Senate. 

The Monday vote by the 
SDNY Board of Judges comes 
as interim candidates in dis-
tricts across the country expire. 
Clayton’s appointment avoids 
a protracted legal fight that is

THOUGH the administration may 
be done targeting law firms, in-
house counsel continue to weigh 
the implications of working with 
law firms that have made deals 
with the Trump administration, 
as some continue seeking oppor-
tunities that allow them to redirect 
work from firms that made deals 
with Trump, while others have 
opted to stay the course.

Ongoing concern that outside 
pressure might impact a firm’s abili-
ty to represent a client is prompting 
some GCs to diversify their options 
for outside counsel.

While some GCs told The Ameri-
can Lawyer earlier this year that they 
had either observed or engaged in 
moving work away from the nine 
firms that made deals with the 
Trump administration to avoid 
executive order repercussions, it’s 
become clear the issue is more com-
plicated than simply shuffling assign-
ments. Numerous general counsel 
said they haven’t pulled work away 
from firms that cut deals, but simul-
taneously acknowledged they would 
redirect new matters to those that 
opposed Trump.

However, while the issue is top 
of mind for most in-house lead-

ers, some say they are unwilling 
to make business decisions based 
solely on politics, fearing they 
might agitate their workers, who 
may hold different opinions. But by 
the same token, companies aren’t 
shying away from hiring talented 
lawyers, regardless of how politi-
cally active their firm is.

“Big Law is predominantly, if not 
overwhelmingly, center left. So if 
we took politics into it, we’d be 
eliminating a lot of very talented 
offers,” said a GC at an interna-
tional insurance firm, who could 
only speak under the condition of 
anonymity.

“I’m definitely talking to general 
counsel who are using the settle-
ment issue as a criteria—if not a 
dispositive variable—in their law 
firm choices,” said Eric Whitaker, 
co-founder of GCs United, a recent-
ly-launched group for in-house 
legal officers to “unite in support of 
the rule of law and fellow lawyers.”

Whitaker, who is also chief legal 
officer at Northern California-based 
DNA sequencing company 10X 
Genomics, said, “We haven’t pulled 
work from any firms yet, but when 
new matters come up, we’re mak-
ing sure that firms challenged by 
the government have a real oppor-
tunity to win our business.”

Other GCs differed and said they 
preferred to pick the

DESPITE President Trump’s deals 
with nine law firms and a threaten-
ing EEOC inquiry, Big Law is not in 
the same position it was this spring.

From law firms taking up litiga-
tion adverse to the administration’s 
interests to some federal court rul-
ings that voided the administra-
tion’s executive orders, law firms 
may be gaining more leverage and 
exercising more freedom.

Milbank is representing New 
Jersey cities in a challenge to 
their “sanctuary” policies, after 
Neal Katyal and other firm law-
yers agreed to reductions of their 
hourly rates. Paul, Weiss, Rifkind, 
Wharton & Garrison is represent-
ing a historic Black church seek-
ing collection of damages from an 

upstate New York Proud Boys chap-
ter. Trump pardoned co-defendant 
William Pepe shortly after taking 
office for a second term in January.

Latham & Watkins is represent-
ing multiple Biden aides, including 
Jill Biden’s former chief of staff, 
Anthony Bernal, related to an inves-
tigation brought by congressional 
GOP members into former Presi-
dent Joe Biden’s cognitive state 
during his presidency.

All three firms agreed to provide 
at least $100 million in pro bono 
services that favored Trump’s 
causes, in deals this past Spring.

And while Trump’s executive 
orders against firms had appeared 
to be a crippling blow to their busi-
nesses, four federal judges have 
found law firm EOs to be uncon-
stitutional. The DOJ has begun 
appealing the cases.

The Justice Department indi-
cated in a recent court

THE DALLAS-based operator of 
Chili’s Grill & Bar saw its litigation 
expenses triple to $22.4 million in 
its latest fiscal year—a disclosure 
that comes on the heels of the com-
pany settling a copyright infringe-
ment lawsuit brought by the hip-
hop group The Beastie Boys for 
undisclosed terms.

Brinker International, which 
owns Maggiano’s Little Italy as 
well as Chili’s, reported the surge 
in litigation expenses for the fiscal 
year that ended June 25 in a 10-K 
filing Aug. 15 with the Securities 
and Exchange Commission. 

The $22.4 million in litigation 
expenses racked up in the latest 
year represented an increase of 
$15.8 million, or 239%, from the 
$6.6 million reported a year earlier.

The filing did not provide 
a detailed explanation for the 
increase, saying only that it “pri-
marily relates to legal contingen-
cies, inclusive of certain extraordi-
nary one-time settlements related 
to employment and intellectual 
property claims, and alcohol ser-
vice-related claims.”

The Beastie Boys and its record 
label, Universal Music Group, filed 
the 11-page suit in the Southern 
District of New York in July 2024. 
It alleged that Chili’s in late 2022 
posted a video on social media that 
used portions of the band’s 1994 
hit “Sabotage.”

The complaint said Brinker 
synchronized the song with video 
images of three charac-

BIG Law firms’ trade practices 
have been booming this year, as 
President Donald Trump ignited a 
global trade war, with firms advis-
ing all sides.

While Kirkland & Ellis made news 
last week for its work in U.S. trade 
deal talks, the Am Law 100 firm is far 
from the only firm with more busi-
ness in the practice. Most big firms, 
though, represent foreign entities or 
corporations, including advising on 
the negotiation or interpretation of 
the trade deals and tariffs or their 
repercussions for clients.

Client demand has been up 
across trade practices, from cus-
toms to export control to trade 
remedy work, several practice 
leaders say. The work represents 

a lucrative practice for firms in an 
otherwise uncertain environment 
for Big Law.

“All sides of our practice are 
growing, including trade remedies. 
We filed several new

THE New York City Mayor’s Com-
mittee on the Judiciary will no 
longer work in partnership with 
the New York City Bar Associa-
tion’s Judiciary Committee, the 
bar’s president said in an op-ed 
published on Sunday.

The decision, made public by 
NYCBA president Muhammad Far-
didi in the New York Daily News, 
ends a decades-old collaboration 
in judicial vetting between the com-
mittees.

In a statement, a City Hall 
spokesperson said the Mayor’s 
Advisory Committee on the Judi-
ciary would instead be soliciting 
feedback on candidates from mul-
tiple borough-based bar associa-
tions. 

“To ensure that vacancies are 
filled in a timely manner, cut red 
tape, and better protect sensitive 
personal information, the commit-
tee no longer requires candidates 
to undergo a second supplemental 
vetting process with the City Bar 
Association during appointments,” 
the spokesperson said. »  Page 4

playing out in other districts. 
The court in the Northern 

District of New York declined 
to exercise its appointment 
authority under 28 U.S. Code § 
546 and did not appoint then-
Interim U.S. Attorney John Sar-
cone III as U.S. Attorney. The 
court did not name a successor. 
While the second-highest rank-
ing person in the office would 
typically fill the role under 
the Vacancies Reform Act and 
become “Acting,” Sarcone is 
continuing to serve as “Acting 
U.S. Attorney” under unclear 
legal authority. 

In New Jersey, the District 
Court declined to appoint 
then-Interim U.S. Attorney Alina 
Habba and instead elevated her 
number two, First Assistant U.S. 
Attorney Desiree Grace. Grace 
was fired and Habba then 
claimed she was the Acting 
U.S. Attorney. A judge in New 
Jersey is expected to rule this 
week on whether or not Habba 
has the authority to continue in 
that role, as defendants have 
already challenged her ability 
to sign indictments. 

Interim U.S. Attorney Joseph 
Nocella, in the Eastern District 
of New York, is awaiting court 
appointment as his term draws 
to a close. 

“I am honored to continue 
serving the people of New York 
together with the talented and 
hardworking women and men 
of the Office,” Clayton said in a 
statement to the Law Journal.

THE U.S. Supreme Court rebuffed 
Big Tech on Thursday with a short, 
unexplained order rejecting a 
request from companies like Face-
book, YouTube and X to block a 
Mississippi law restricting minors’ 
access to their platforms.

Notably, Thursday’s denial came 
three years after the court issued 
a similar unexplained order grant-
ing the Silicon Valley giants’ 2022 
request to block social media regu-
lations passed by Texas.

“Things are still very unclear 
on where exactly the court stands 
both on how broad injunctions are 
supposed to be and also on the 
issue of when preliminary injunc-
tions are permissible or when 
they’re not,” said Ilya Somin, a 
law professor at George Mason 
University’s Antonin Scalia Law 
School.

The only explanation from the 
court Thursday was proffered by 
Justice Brett Kavanaugh, who, in a 

rather short concurrence joined by 
none of his colleagues, said that the 
tech companies’ trade association, 
NetChoice, had not shown that 
“the balance of harms and equi-
ties favors it at this time.” 

And yet, Kavanaugh also said 
that NetChoice was “likely to suc-
ceed on the merits—namely, that 
enforcement of the Mississippi law 
would likely violate its members’ 
First Amendment rights under this 
Court’s precedents.”

Under the terms of Mississippi’s 
HB 1126, social media platforms 
must verify the age of adult users 
and require parental consent for 
minors seeking to create accounts 
on their platforms. The law also 
demands that social media compa-
nies engage in content moderation 
so that minor users on their plat-
forms are not targeted with con-
tent which promotes harms such 
as eating disorders, drug use and 
sex trafficking.

The state legislature adopted 
HB1126 after a 16-year-old boy 
committed suicide after being 

subject to a “sextortion” scheme 
through social media. 

The legislation is part of a wave 
of efforts in Republican states to 
regulate social media companies 
following the 2020 election, in 

which conservatives criticized 
executives at companies like Face-
book and what was then Twitter for 
allegedly censoring conservative 
viewpoints. 

In the 2022 Texas case NetChoice 

v. Paxton, the Supreme Court 
granted the association’s emer-
gency request to reinstate a dis-
trict court’s preliminary injunction 
against the state’s HB20, seeking 
to overhaul content moderation 
policies on platforms like Face-
book, Twitter and YouTube. (The 
Supreme Court has yet to conclu-
sively resolve the merits of the tech 
companies’ First Amendment chal-
lenges to these laws.)

One possible reason for the dis-
parate treatment between the two 
cases may come down to timing. 
Where Texas’ law had only briefly 
taken effect before NetChoice’s 
emergency application to the 
Supreme Court, Mississippi’s HB 
1126 has been effective for over 
a year. 

“A year on ... NetChoice has not 
identified anyone with a complaint 
about accessing any platform, one 
instance of a platform censoring 
speech, or any platform that has 
shut down or had any difficulty 
complying with the Act,” the state 
said in a response brief, urging the 
court to deny NetChoice’s request 
for emergency relief.

Still, the court’s lack of expla-
nation has left court-watchers 
guessing about the court’s recent 
standard for emergency interven-
tion, and, in particular, when to 

provide injunctive relief against 
government policies. 

Since the start of the second 
Trump administration, the jus-
tices have consistently voted to 
stay, or lift, lower court injunc-
tions and temporary restraining 
orders blocking some of President 
Donald Trump’s policies in the 
area of immigration and slashing 
federal programs and the federal 
workforce. In Trump v. CASA, the 
court’s majority of conservative, 
Republican appointees said that 
federal district courts generally 
lack the authority to issue nation-
wide, or “universal,” injunctions 
against government officials.

The Mississippi case did not 
involve a federal policy; nor did 
it have to do with the scope of an 
injunction. Rather, NetChoice—
through lead counsel Scott Keller 
of Lehotsky Keller Cohn—was ask-
ing the justices to vacate a stay 
of a preliminary injunction that 
the tech trade association had 
obtained from a federal district 
court.

In an email to the National Law 
Journal and Law.com, William & 
Mary Law School professor Jona-
than Adler said the order “may be 
a reflection of the Court’s appar-
ent concern that lower courts are 
too quick to award pre-

RECRUITERS say legal departments 
are adopting AI more quickly than 
law firms, and the efficiencies 
it brings are already leading to 
a noticeable softening of the in-
house job market, especially for 
lawyers with less than five years 
of experience.

They say the impact is pro-
nounced enough that some junior 
in-house lawyers are considering 
job opportunities at law firms to 
brighten their career prospects, 
a reversal of the customary path. 

The fact that Microsoft included 
a significant number of lawyers in 
its recent purge of 15,000 workers 
sent a resounding message that AI 
is causing companies to rethink old 
assumptions about legal staffing 
levels, recruiters say.

Microsoft has not disclosed 
how many lawyers it cut, but just 
in the company’s home state of 
Washington the reductions have 
cost at least 32 company attorneys 
and five paralegals their jobs, Law.
com reported last month.

Under normal circumstances, 
this would be a time Microsoft 
would be expanding its legal 
department, not shrinking it. 
After all, the company has been 
growing at a torrid rate, with rev-
enue doubling since 2020, and it’s 
pumping billions of dollars into AI 
investments and AI infrastructure 
to stoke even faster growth.

“You would think they would 
have to hire more in-house coun-
sel versus the opposite, but they’re 
doing the opposite because of AI 
disruption,” said Daniel Vahab, 
founder of DRV Staffing in Port 
Saint Lucie, Florida.

He added, “Microsoft’s round 
of layoffs was hugely significant. 
Obviously, Microsoft is one of the 
biggest companies in the world, 
one of the biggest brands in the 
world, and to basically lay off a sig-
nificant proportion of their internal 
in-house legal team, it’s even more 
significant because Microsoft is a 
leading company in terms of AI 
itself. So it’s very obvious that AI 
would have a factor in making that 
decision.”

At a public event in July, Micro-
soft President Brad Smith said AI 
was “not a predominant factor” 
in the company’s decision to cut 
15,000 jobs. However, in a follow-
up interview with GeekWire, he 
seemed to suggest otherwise, 
saying, “Success in life, whether 
it’s for an individual or a com-
pany or any kind of institution, 
is always about prioritization, 
and it’s always about investing 
in the future.”

Lawyers in the early stages 
of their careers are most vulner-
able because much of their work 
involves such tasks as contract 
negotiations, legal research and 

document review, all of which AI 
can handle, said Allison Hill, a man-
aging partner based in San Diego 
for Whistler Partners, a recruiting 
firm that helps place tech attorneys 
at startups.

Sean Burke, a New York City-
based partner for Whistler Part-
ners, told Law.com last month 
that companies are finding that for 
lower-level legal work, one lawyer 
using AI can do the volume of work 
that used to require three or four 
lawyers.

He said that reality is diminish-
ing job opportunities for in-house 
tech lawyers in the early stages of 
their careers.

“There are so many attorneys 
right now who went in-house, who 
are in the tech space, who are out 
of work, and it used to be they 
would be hired in a month, right?” 
he said. “And now you’re seeing 
cycles of six months to a year or 
longer to get another job. So it’s a 
really tough time.”

Vahab sees similar fallout, with 
lawyers with less than two years of 
experience most vulnerable.

“It’s sad and ironic, because for 
the longest time people would go 
in-house because they thought 
there was poor job stability at 
firms. What has changed is the fact 
that in-house really doesn’t have 
the same job stability ... because 
of AI,” Vahab said. 

He said the impact on law 
firms has been less severe, in part 
because AI is becoming a growing 
specialty for law firms, and clients 

need help navigating the myriad 
risks the technology spawns.

So many in-house lawyers are 
looking for law firm posts that law 
firms are seeing a glut of candidates 
for the limited number of openings 
they have, Vahab said. 

“I have an attorney that I placed 
confidentially at an Am Law 50 firm 
recently, and she’s referred me to 
multiple in-house attorneys that 
have basically been told that their 
job is getting phased out, or that 
they’ve already lost their job,” 
Vahab said. 

He offers straightforward advice 
to in-house counsel seeking to 
make themselves indispensable: 
Embrace the technology and get 
good at using it.

“The ones who can adapt the 
best will inevitably not just have 
job stability in terms of in-house, 
but they actually will be even more 
marketable because they’re getting 
more familiar and more success-
ful at these new technologies and 
tools, and they’re getting more 
experience with it,” he said.

Pam Salling, managing director 
of the in-house counsel recruiting 
team at Major, Lindsey & Africa, 
said she isn’t yet seeing a broad 
hiring slowdown for in-house 
roles. But she said it nonetheless 
has become crucial for in-house 
candidates to develop tech skills 
and become adept at discussing 
AI in a sophisticated way, not just 
in “vague generalities.”

“Candidates now need to show 
their technological prowess on 
their resumes, and be really spe-
cific about, ‘Here’s the programs 
that I’ve piloted, here are the pro-
grams that I’ve come up with. And 
here are the ROIs based on what 
I’ve implemented,’” said Salling, 
who is based in Basking Ridge, 
New Jersey. 

Hill agrees that AI expertise is 
important but said in-house law-
yers also should develop skills AI 
can’t easily replace, such as becom-
ing adept at business development, 
building relationships and critical 
thinking.

“The underlying side that I’m 
seeing is how important it is for 
lawyers to really learn that muscle 
of discernment and strategic think-
ing instead of just being executors 
and task takers,” Hill said.

Stolen Organs, Stolen Trust:  
Inside New York’s Consent Crisis

Shocking news stories expose 
breaches in the organ trans-
plantation system. Illegal 
and unethical organ har-

vesting incidents of premature 
and unauthorized organ removal 
reveal a stressed system. Aggrieved 
families, Congress, and the Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services 
(HHS) want answers.

A recent case in New York high-
lights the need for stricter over-
sight and accountability regarding 
organ removal consent.

A 69-year-old woman wanders 
into a New York subway station and 
is hit by a train. At the hospital, she 
is declared brain dead, and 
her organs are harvested. 
Her family later finds out 
and sues the hospital for 
negligence and reckless 
and careless failure to 
identify the patient before 
donating her organs.

New York’s Public Health 
Law 4307 prohibits the non-
consensual transplanting 
of deceased body parts, 
which is also a breach of 
the family’s right of sepulcher. So, 
who consented?

While organ donation saves lives 
and should be encouraged, strict 
legal and medical compliance is 
paramount.

In 2024, there were more than 
48,000 organ donations, but it still 
left over 100,000 patients with-
out transplants. Organ donation 
demand has driven policy and 
led to lapses in the organ donation 
system, leaving donors and their 
families injured and the nation mis-
trustful. Recent congressional and 
HHS investigations revealed unsafe 
procurement practices.

Death Comes First: Legal and 
Medical Definitions of Death

Death is the threshold to dona-
tion. According to the 1980 Uni-
form Determination of Death Act 
(UDDA), “an individual who has 
sustained either irreversible cessa-
tion of circulatory and respiratory 
functions, or irreversible cessation 
of all function of the entire brain, 
including the brainstem, is dead.” 
The American Medical Association 
and American Bar Association rec-
ognize this standard nationwide.

The Organ Procurement and 
Transplantation Network (OPTN), 

which oversees nationwide organ 
transplantation, specifies that 
donation after brain death means 
after clinical assessment of lost 
brain electrical activity, blood flow, 
and function.

The death determination proto-
col begins with a two-to-five-minute 
patient assessment of irreversible 
and permanent loss of circulation 
and respiration until the brain dies. 
Brain death is declared when the 
entire brain’s neurological activity 
is permanently gone.

A hospital neurologist or neu-
rosurgeon examines the patient 
twice, six hours apart, to verify 

brain function cessation. Alter-
natively, an apnea test confirms 
respiratory function loss eight to 
ten minutes after ventilator discon-
nection, and a radionucleotide test 
confirms brain loss via ultrasound.

After proper assessment and 
death pronouncement, an autho-
rized or consented-to vital organ 
removal can occur.

Patients may have advance 
directives to withdraw life support 
should they suffer cardiac death 
or severe brain injury requiring 
medical devices to keep them alive. 
Otherwise, family members typi-
cally authorize ending life support.

Aside from consent issues, pre-
mature organ removal is an ethical 
and legal concern, especially when 
cardiac death allows a patient or 
their agent to donate organs (“con-
trolled” donation) after refusing life 
support, and the patient’s organs 
are removed immediately after a 
death pronouncement.

Organ Donation Cases Expose 
Hospitals and Physicians  
To Liability, as Donor  
Families Face Big Decisions  
And Few Rights.
The legal and ethical tension 

between patient-donor families’ 
rights and organ procurers’ respon-
sibilities exposes hospitals to liabil-
ity. The parties’ needs and desires 
often conflict: families want author-
ity and time to honor their loved 
ones’ lives and bodies, while pro-
curers race against time to remove 

and deliver lifesaving organs to 
needy recipients. Physicians nego-
tiate the space in between.

Families need professionalism 
to understand their loved ones’ life 
prospects in often confusing medi-
cal and legal terms. Hospitals must 
provide medical competency, legal 
compliance, and human compas-
sion: Families face their loved ones’ 
life-and-death decision without the 
legal right to override a donor reg-
istration, even when they believe 
the donor would not want it or 
the family has strong convictions 
against it.

The Uniform Anatomical Gift 
Act (UAGA) regulates the 
organ transplantation 
landscape. All fifty states 
have some version of the 
UAGA, and litigation typi-
cally concerns consent and 
good-faith actions.

The Act relieves hos-
pitals acting in good faith 
from liability over anatomi-
cal gifts so long as they fol-
low the laws. Good faith 
is “an honest belief, the 

absence of malice, or the absence 
of a design to defraud or seek an 
unconscionable advantage over 
another.”

As such, a New York tissue bank 
escaped liability to several rela-
tives of decedents whose tissue 
were donated prior to cremation 
since it reasonably relied in good 
faith on consent forms later found 
to be invalid (Kennedy-McInnis v. 
Biomedical Tissue Services, 178 F. 
Supp. 3d 97 - Dist. Court, WD New 
York (2016)).

Immunity under the UAGA is 
broadly interpreted so that lack of 
good faith violations are rare (Nico-
letta v. Rochester Eye and Human 
Parts Bank, Inc., 519 N.Y.S.2d 928, 
932 (N.Y. Sup. 1987) consent by 
falsely claimed wife; Lyon v. U.S., 
843 F. Supp. 531 (D.Minn.1994) Con-
sent form signed per misinformed 
doctor).

Healthcare professionals can 
protect themselves by following 
procedures and laws. Hospital 
policies and protocols guide life-
sustaining treatment withdrawal 
regardless of the patient, ensuring 
end-of-life care standards apply 
equally to donors and non donors.

Physicians avoid negligence 
claims by competent assessments 
and valid, informed consents to 
end life support. The Organ Pro-
curement Organization (OPO) is 
responsible for obtaining and doc-
umenting informed consent from 
the donor or surrogate in end-of-life 
cases. Informed consent includes 
disclosure of donation 

The committee’s findings cited shoddy 
procurement practices, faulty communica-
tion with patient healthcare teams, and 
overlooked signs of neurological func-
tion. Kentucky’s Organ Procurement and 
Transplantation Network’s (OPTN) poor 
oversight garnered partial blame.
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States Increase Their Individual  
Review of Merger Activity

T
he Copyright Act gives an 
author the ability to ter-
minate a prior grant of a 
transfer or license. In par-
ticular, 17 U.S.C. §304(c) 

provides that.
In the case of any copyright sub-

sisting in either its first or renewal 
term on Jan. 1, 1978, other than a 
copyright in a work made for hire, 
the exclusive or nonexclusive grant 
of a transfer or license of the renew-
al copyright or any right under it, 
executed before Jan. 1, 1978,... 
is subject to termination [under 
certain conditions and following 
specified procedures].

Once a grant is terminated, “all 
of [the] author’s rights under [the 
Copyright Act] that were covered 
by the terminated grant revert, 
upon the effective date of ter-
mination, to that author” or the 
author’s successors. 17 U.S.C. 
§304(c)(6).

The termination right is subject 
to certain limitations; at issue in 
Atticus LLC v. Dramatic Publishing 
Co., 2025 U.S. App. LEXIS 18803 (2d 
Cir. July 29, 2025), was the so-called 
“derivative works exception,” 
under which “[a] derivative work 
prepared under authority of the 
grant before its termination may 
continue to be utilized under the 
terms of the grant after its termi-
nation.”

The derivative works exception 
preserves the right of owners of 
derivative works to continue to 
exploit their works under the 
terms of a grant after the grant’s 
termination, but does not preserve 
any right by the grantee to prepare 
new derivative works based on the 
copyrighted work after a grant is 
terminated.

Background of the  
‘Atticus’ Dispute

The work at issue in Atticus was 
Harper Lee’s classic novel To Kill 
a Mockingbird, published in 1960. 
Nine years later, Lee entered into 
an agreement with Dramatic Pub-
lishing Co. (Dramatic), by which 

Lee authorized Dramatic “[t]o write 
or cause to be written a dramatiza-
tion based upon and/or adapted 
from [To Kill a Mockingbird].”

That grant also gave Dramatic 
“the complete right throughout 
the world” to “lease the amateur 
acting rights in and to” any play 
developed under the terms of the 
agreement.

The 1969 grant defined “ama-
teur acting rights”—also referred 
to as “non-first-class” rights—to 
include “performances by living 
actors in the immediate presence 

of an audience,” presented by com-
munity theatres, colleges, universi-
ties, high school and other school 
groups, churches, clubs and the 
like, with paid or unpaid actors, but 
to exclude “Broadway production 
rights,” “first-class professional 
road” rights, and “first-class tour-
ing production rights.”

The 1969 grant reserved to Lee 
all rights not expressly granted 
to Dramatic, “including but not 
limited to the professional acting, 
radio broadcasting, television and 
motion picture rights.”

Lee “agree[d] that [the] dra-
matization” developed under 

the 1969 grant “is to be the only 
one the amateur acting rights of 
which [Lee] will permit to be leased 
and/or licensed.” This, the parties 
agreed, amounted to the grant of an 
exclusive license to stage non-first-
class productions of adaptations of 
To Kill a Mockingbird.

Dramatic’s president, Christo-
pher Sergel, subsequently wrote an 
adaptation of To Kill a Mockingbird 
(Sergel Play), which Dramatic has 
continued to license for non-first-
class productions.

In April 2011, Lee served on Dra-
matic a notice of termination of the 
1969 grant pursuant to 17 U.S.C. 
§304(c), with an effective date of 
April 26, 2016.

In June 2015, Lee executed a 
second grant authorizing another 
theatrical adaptation of To Kill a 
Mockingbird. Under that grant, Lee 
designated Rudinplay, Inc. (Rudin-
play) as her sole and exclusive 
agent to procure a playwright to 
create a dramatic adaptation of To 
Kill a Mockingbird for presentation 
as a live stage play.

Provided Lee approved the 
choice of playwright, Rudinplay 
would receive the sole and exclu-
sive option to acquire all live stage 
rights in and to To Kill a Mocking-
bird and all subsidiary and ancil-
lary rights related to such live stage 
rights.

The option would be deemed 
exercised upon a timely initial 
production of To Kill a Mockingbird 
on Broadway or in the West End 
of London. While the option was 
granted on an “exclusive, world-
wide basis,” Rudinplay acknowl-
edged that pursuant to the 1969 
agreement, Lee granted Dramatic 
the right to create a play based on 
To Kill a Mockingbird and to exploit 
the amateur acting rights in that 
play.

The amateur acting rights to the 
Sergel Play could thus continue to 
be exploited following termination 
under the terms of the 1969 grant 
“on a non-exclusive basis in the 
United States, and on an exclusive 
basis elsewhere.”

Rudinplay, now called No Ice, Inc., 
engaged Aaron Sorkin to develop a 
stage adaptation of To Kill a Mocking-
bird (Sorkin Play).

U
ntil recently, pre-merger 
notification review in the 
United States was con-
ducted exclusively by 
the federal government 

pursuant to the Hart-Scott-Rodino 
Antitrust Improvements Act of 1976 
(HSR Act).

Sweeping new rules that the 
Federal Trade Commission (FTC) 
unanimously approved last Octo-
ber—and which went into effect 
this past February—dramatically 
increased the scope of information 
and documents that parties must 
submit for certain strategic trans-
actions, leading to a corresponding 
increase in the time, burden and 
expense of preparing HSR filings 
for these transactions. (More detail 
on these changes can be found in 
our previous New York Law Jour-
nal publication, “FTC Announces 
HSR Final Rulemaking Impacting 
Premerger Filings”

State antitrust merger review 
was traditionally more restricted, 
as states had very limited statutes 
governing transaction review. State 
pre-merger review legislation itself 
was generally limited to the health 
care industry—a result of state 
policymakers’ efforts to increase 
the oversight of the health care 
industry in their states.

At least 35 states require hos-
pitals, health systems, physician 
groups and/or private equity firms 
to notify authorized state entities—
e.g., the state attorney general or 
state health agency—of certain 
proposed mergers, facility closures 
or contractual affiliations.

But state pre-merger review 
was more limited in other indus-
tries because without a premerger 
notification requirement, the onus 
was on state attorneys general to 
affirmatively seek out information 
on transactions relevant to their 
state.

And while state attorneys gen-
eral routinely request and receive 
HSR waivers from merging par-
ties—which provide the AGs with 
access to the information that 
merging parties provide to the FTC 

and Department of Justice—this 
access is not guaranteed.

In July 2024, the Uniform Law 
Commission, a legal nonprofit 
which drafts model state legisla-
tion, approved the Uniform Anti-
trust Pre-Merger Notification Act 
(Uniform Model Act), which put 
the wheels in motion for the adop-
tion of state-level pre-merger filings 
beyond the health care industry.

For parties whose proposed 
transaction requires an HSR filing 
specifically, the Uniform Model Act 
outlines proposed requirements 
entailing that parties submitting 
HSR filings make near-simultaneous 
filings with the state authorities, 
providing much of the same infor-
mation and documentation that the 
parties submit as part of their HSR 
filings.

State attorneys general in states 
that choose to adopt these guide-
lines would, therefore, receive 
quicker access to the information 
and documentation contained 
in federal HSR filings, permitting 
those attorneys general to review 
the proposed transaction as soon 
as the HSR filing is made.

Washington became the first 
state to enact an all-encompassing 
state-specific set of pre-merger fil-
ing requirements. Passed in April 
of this year and effective as of July 
27, the Washington State Antitrust 
Premerger Notification Act (APNA) 
introduces comprehensive pre-
merger guidelines that largely 
emulate those proposed in the 
Uniform Model Act.

Washington Attorney General 
Nick Brown stated that APNA “will 
allow state antitrust enforcers to 
protect consumer interests in an 
even more effective way.”

To do so, the statute directs any 
company or individual required to 
make an HSR filing to also make a 
filing with the Washington attorney 
general if the filing party meets any 
one of several criteria, including:

(1) the person or company has 
a principal place of business in 
the state of Washington; (2) the 
person or company, or someone 
they control directly or indirectly, 
had annual net sales of goods or 
services that are involved in the 
proposed transaction within Wash-
ington, that were at least 20% of 
the HSR filing threshold ($25.3 mil-
lion for 2025); or (3) the person 
or company is a health care pro-
vider or provider organization that 
conducts business in Washington. 
APNA also adds additional require-
ments for health care transactions.

Brown called Washington “a 
trailblazer for the rest of the nation 
in adopting a premerger notifica-
tion law.”

Other states are quickly fol-
lowing Washington’s lead and 
proposing premerger statutes of 
their own. Colorado was the first 
to follow Washington, approving 
its own very similar act in June.

Colorado’s Uniform Antitrust 
Pre-Merger Notification Act took 
effect earlier this month, and simi-
lar to Washington’s APNA, the law 
requires parties to submit a copy of 
their federal HSR filing to the Colo-
rado attorney general if at least one 
of the following criteria is met: (1) 
a party has annual net sales of the 
goods or services involved in the 
transaction in Colorado of 20% or 
more of the HSR threshold; or (2) 
a party has its principal place of 
business in Colorado.

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Beyond Paternity: Future of Genetic  
Testing in Personal Injury Litigation

A
lthough defense counsel 
can choose from an array 
of experts to dispute a 
claim of permanent inju-
ry, there are few effective 

ways to challenge a plaintiff’s claim 
of work and life expectancy. While 
economists and vocational reha-
bilitation experts are useful, they 
are as equally wed to the actuarial 
tables as plaintiff’s own experts. 
Actuarial tables merely provide a 
statistical average, and the plaintiff 
may not be average. 

A potential emerging tool in this 
area is DNA testing. A plaintiff’s 
genome, like his smoking habit, can 
undermine the actuarial assump-
tions related to life and work 
expectancy, and provide a powerful 
and non-speculative basis to limit 
future damage awards. While there 
never has been doubt as to DNA’s 
power with regard to establishing 
a person’s identity in paternity 
and criminal prosecutions, DNA 
has similar potential with respect 
to work and life expectancy.  

DNA testing has likely remained 
in the shadows because it is per-
ceived as too costly and unlikely 
to be compelled by a court. This 
article proposes that these percep-
tions may be faulty and DNA testing 
should be considered by defense 
counsel in the appropriate case. 

DNA Testing 

With respect to DNA, science is 
way ahead of the courts. In 2011 
a company introduced a DNA kit 
that identi�es key markers for sus-
ceptibility to 25 diseases includ-
ing heart disease, breast cancer, 
Alzheimer’s disease and diabetes.1 
The New York Times reported in 
2011 that low-priced DNA testing 
($290) reveals the length of a per-
son’s telomeres, structures that 
regulate longevity at the cellular 
level.2 In April 2012, the Times 
also reported on a study that con-
cluded “gene sequencing could, 
in theory…identify as many as 75 

percent of those who will develop 
Alzheimer’s disease, autoimmune 
thyroid disease, Type 1 diabetes 
and, for men, heart disease.”3 

DNA also has the potential to be 
useful in disputing medical causa-
tion. A National Institute of Health 
study identi�es the �rst gene forms 
associated with disc degeneration.4 
If plaintiff has a genetic marker for 
early onset arthritis, arguably the 
arthritis was not traumatically 
induced, and knee replacement 
surgery was inevitable.5 

DNA testing has been long rec-
ognized as useful and reliable sci-

enti�c evidence. Since 1994, New 
York statutory law has provided 
for DNA testing to establish pater-
nity6 and allows a convicted felon 
to utilize DNA to obtain a retrial.7 
In the civil area, a handful of courts 
have compelled involuntary DNA 
testing to determine paternity and 
inheritance rights.8 

DNA testing is minimally inva-
sive since it can be performed 
with a cheek swab. “Minimally 
invasive” may not however, be an 
apt description for DNA’s potential 
to reveal private health informa-
tion which may not be in contro-
versy and which may not even be 
known to the examinee. Neverthe-
less, courts thus far have not been 
overly concerned with privacy. 

The idea that DNA testing could 
be utilized for any relevant and 
material purpose was �rst consid-
ered in 2002 in McGrath v. Nassau 

Health Care.9 In McGrath, Magis-
trate Judge William Wall concluded 
that DNA could be compelled in a 
civil lawsuit for any relevant and 
material reason, as long as cer-
tain elements were satis�ed. Wall 
rejected the assertion that DNA 
was somehow extraordinary evi-
dence that could only be utilized 
to “demonstrate liability.” 

McGrath involved a claim of 
workplace sexual harassment. The 
defendant claimed he and the plain-
tiff had regular consensual inter-
course prior to the alleged harass-
ment, which the plaintiff denied. 
The intercourse was an important 
collateral issue of credibility. 

Defendant sought a DNA sam-
ple from plaintiff to compare it to 
genetic material from a blanket in 
his possession allegedly stained 
with her menstrual blood. Plaintiff 
moved for a protective order and 
defendant cross-moved to compel 
her DNA, pursuant to FRCP 35(a), 
which authorizes a physical exami-
nation if the party’s physical con-
dition is “in controversy” and for 
“good cause.” At an evidentiary 
hearing, defendant presented 
test evidence of a DNA profile 
consistent with a male and female 
source and blood. Defendant also 
established the profile could 
be compared to any reference  
sample.

Wall reviewed the relevant 
case law around the country10 
and extrapolated three “general 
principles regarding the standards 
applicable to demands for a DNA 
sample.” The �rst being whether 
there exists “general authority…
in the jurisdiction to order a DNA 
sample and testing” which would 
be satis�ed by FRCP 35(a) or its 
state court equivalent such as 
CPLR §3121(a). Second, “the pri-
vacy interests of the party from 
whom the DNA sample would 
come” should not outweigh the 
“State’s interest in providing a 
reasonable means or forum for its 
citizens to resolve disputes, [and 
in] regulating litigation in…[its] 
courts….” Third, whether there 
was a “suf�cient factual basis for 
�nding that production of a DNA 
sample is warranted.”

With regard to the second 
element, none of the 
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erally follows the same federal 
rules as the rest of the country, 
New York’s handgun license 
applications involve a vet-
ting process that can take six 
months. In addition, New York 
City requires a special permit 
to own a ri�e or shotgun, and 
its pistol permits expire every 
three years.

D.C. Panel Upsets 12-Year Ban 
Of Purdue Pharma Executives

In a split decision on July 27, the 
U.S. Court of Appeals for the D.C. 
Circuit has overturned part of 

the penalty against former senior 
of�cials of Purdue Pharma. The 
three judge panel in Friedman v. 
Sebelius, 11-5028, overturned a 
12-year exclusion from working 
in the pharmaceutical and health 
care industry for former Purdue 
CEO Michael Friedman, general 
counsel Howard Udell and medi-
cal director Paul Goldenheim. 

Purdue was convicted of 
fraudulently misbranding its 
drug OxyContin as a less addic-
tive alternative to other drugs. 
The trio was convicted of misde-
meanor misbranding. Friedman, 
Udell and Goldenheim appealed 
the U.S. Department of Health and 
Human Services’ ban, which was 

upheld by the district court. The 
government found no evidence 
the three executives either knew 
about the misbranding or partici-
pated in it (NYLJ, Dec. 15, 2011).

Sidley Austin partner Carter 
Phillips, who represented Fried-
man, Udell and Goldenheim, 
applauded the decision. “I think 
the 12 years was out of bounds, 
and it certainly is gratifying to see 
the panel describe it in that way,” 
Phillips said. “It was effectively a 
professional death penalty.” The 
case is now being sent back to 
Health and Human Services Sec-
retary Kathleen Sebelius, not the 
district court, Phillips added.

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Loretta Preska for the Southern 
District of New York gave Argen-
tina two weeks to transfer the 
YPF shares to custodian bank 
New York Mellon Corp. in order 
to partially satisfy a 2023 judg-
ment worth $16 billion against 
the country.

But on Friday, Circuit Judges 
Myrna Pérez, Sarah A. L. Merriam 
and Maria Araújo Kahn granted 
Argentina’s move for a stay pend-
ing resolution of its appeals of 
the orders compelling it to turn 
over shares of state oil firm YPF 
to a bank account in New York.

The court also granted the 
United States’ motions to file 
amicus briefs on Argentina’s 
behalf. The U.S. Attorney’s Office 
for the Southern District of New 
York has argued that Argentina 
is likely to prevail on the merits 
of the case.

“The Republic welcomes the 
Court of Appeals’ decision to 
stay the trial court’s extraordi-
nary turnover order while we 
pursue our appeal of that order,” 
Argentina said in a statement.

“This order violates well-
established laws of sovereign 
immunity, would interfere with 
U.S. foreign policy interests as 
recognized by the U.S. Govern-
ment and even would require 
Argentina to violate its own laws. 
The Republic is confident that 
the Court of Appeals will also 
overturn the trial court’s deeply 
flawed and unprecedented judg-
ment and $16.1 billion damages 
award in the appeal underlying 
the turnover order.”

Argentina is represented by 
Sullivan & Cromwell co-chair 
Robert Giuffra, while the plain-
tiffs are represented by Wash-
ington, D.C.-based lawyers at 
Kellogg, Hansen, Todd, Figel & 
Frederick.

The case stems from the 2012 
expropriation of oil company 
YPF. Facing a decline in produc-
tion, Argentina nationalized the 
oil company, arguing that it was 
in the public interest to save YPF 
and guarantee consistent fuel 
supplies.

Majority shareholder Repsol, 
a Spanish company, and other 
shareholders received $5 billion 
in compensation from Argentina 
for the seized assets.

But Petersen Energia, an 
Argentine conglomerate that 
held a 25% stake in YPF at the 
time of the expropriation, and 

Appellate & Trial Counsel:  
Stories From the Front Lines

P
artnerships between trial 
and appellate counsel can 
be invaluable—productive 
for clients and profession-
ally satisfying for the attor-

neys. Yet opportunities for com-
munication and collaboration are 
not always fully exploited—and 
sometimes ethical duties to serve 
the client’s goals are not fulfilled.

This article explores how alli-
ances between trial and appellate 
counsel can work in mandated 
representation in Family Court and 
criminal cases when there is mutu-
al respect and humility regarding 
each other’s unique expertise, 
along with a strong commitment 
to the client. (Note that this article 
does not address ethical duties of 
counsel where arguable issues of 
ineffective assistance by trial coun-
sel are presented.)

Many appellate attorneys pur-
sue a best practice of routinely 
reaching out to trial counsel upon 
assignment to an appeal. Collab-
orative trial counsel can provide 
their appellate counterpart with 
helpful insights about the client, 
their perspective on critical issues, 
and information on relevant docu-
ments (including material outside 
the record).

It is not unusual for appellate 
and trial counsel to ultimately have 
divergent views on the issues that 
are most viable upon appeal. Yet 
the important point is not that they 
agree on the issues to pursue or 
how to frame them, but instead 
that they communicate openly 
for the benefit of the client. Here 
are several examples, primarily in 
custody cases, offered to illustrate 
how trial-appellate partnerships 
can work.

Appeals

Serving the Client: 18B Attor-
ney Team. Two custody examples 
dramatize how clients can be 
well served by collaborative trial 
counsel and disserved by unco-

operative counsel. In one case, 
appellate counsel was assigned 
to represent the appellant father 
in a bitter custody dispute. Appel-
late counsel promptly obtained 
the record documents, identified 
strong issues, and discussed the 
issues with the client.

Then the respondent mother 
petitioned to relocate with the 
child to a different state where 
she would be stationed for her 

military job. Appellate counsel 
reached out to trial counsel. He 
immediately responded, and the 
two attorneys had a substantive 
conference to discuss the appeal 
and the new custody modification 
petition.

Ultimately, they agreed that the 
new proceedings would moot the 
appeal. In addition, they discussed 
case law to oppose a pending 
motion to dismiss, a witness who 
was not called in the prior hearing 
and might be useful in the new mat-
ter, and how to frame evidentiary 
issues that might arise. After dis-
cussing the matter with both coun-
sel, the client agreed to withdraw 
and discontinue the appeal.

This was an outstanding three-
way collaboration. The client 
informed the assigned attorney of 
important new developments. The 
trial attorney was open, insightful, 
and strategic. And the appellate 
attorney joined with them to make 
a sound decision that avoided 
wasting time, energy, and court 

resources on an appeal that would 
surely have been deemed academic 
by the reviewing court, as well as 
to develop strategies for the new 
proceeding.

Some Trial Counsel Resist. 
Unfortunately, some trial attorneys 
are not responsive and collegial 
when appellate counsel comes call-
ing. They may be suspicious of a 
colleague they believe is looking 
over their shoulder, rather than 
seeking mutual communication 
on behalf of the client. A disheart-
ening example occurred regarding 
another custody appeal where a 
concurrent modification proceed-
ing was unfolding.

The appellant father presented 
powerful arguments for relief in his 
brief. Before the appeal was per-
fected, significant developments 
inspired the father to file a modi-
fication petition. (It is common and 
valid to move on two fronts—with 
the appeal based on old facts 
underlying the challenged order 
and a concurrent modification 
proceeding based on new facts.)

The appellate attorney promptly 
reached out to trial counsel to com-
pare notes and coordinate their 
cases. But trial counsel was irked 
by the overture, found appellate 
counsel presumptuous for seek-
ing to discuss the Family Court 
case, and wrongly thought that 
the father should be required to 
choose between the appeal and 
the modification.

The appeal moved forward and 
was successful, whereas the modifi-
cation proceeding was slow-walked 
by counsel and the court, and the 
father was denied the possibility of 
temporary relief—seeing the chil-
dren—during the pendency of the 
appeal. If trial counsel had been 
more amenable to working with 
appellate counsel, there might have 
had a more favorable outcome for 
the client and the children.

Appellate Advice

Moot Appeal, Grandparent Peti-
tion. In another custody case, an 
honest collaboration between trial 
and appellate counsel from the 
outset would have saved judicial 
resources. After appellate counsel 
in a contentious custo-

Newsmax Settles Dominion’s 
Defamation Claims for $67M

Newsmax Media Inc. has agreed 
to pay Dominion Voting Sys-
tems Inc. $67 million to end the 
defamation lawsuit the voting 
services company was pursu-
ing in Delaware Superior Court, 
according to a Form 8-K filed with 
the U.S. Securities and Exchange 
Commission on Friday.

The Florida-based broadcast-
er disclosed the settlement will 
be paid out in three parts: $27 
million on Friday, another $20 
million by Jan. 15, 2026, and the 
remaining $20 million a year after 
the second payment.

Susman Godfrey, Farnan LLP 
and First Amendment attorney 
Rodney Smolla represented 
Dominion in the case, which 
alleged that following the 2020 
presidential election, Newsmax 
defamed Dominion by airing 
claims that the voting technol-
ogy company was involved in 
election fraud. 

“We are pleased to have set-
tled this matter,” a Dominion 
spokesperson said.

The case was originally filed 
in August 2021. In April, Supe-
rior Court Judge Eric M. Davis 
issued a summary judgment 
ruling concluding that the state-
ments Dominion, which has 
headquarters in Toronto and 
Denver,  was challenging were 
false and defamatory per se. 
Davis did not rule on whether 
the statements were made with 
actual malice or how damages 
should be calculated. 

Dominion’s case against 
Newsmax is the third Superior 
Court defamation case linked to 
post-2020 election coverage that 
has settled. The same legal team 
that represented Dominion in the 
Newsmax litigation negotiated a 
$787 million settlement with Fox 

News in April 2023. Newsmax had 
asked that any damages it might 
face be offset by the Fox News 
settlement because both cases 
allege the same harm to Domin-
ion’s reputation and business, 
but Davis left that issue to a jury. 

“Newsmax believed it was 
critically important for the 
American people to hear both 
sides of the election disputes 
that arose in 2020. We stand by 
our coverage as fair, balanced, 
and conducted within profes-
sional standards of journalism,” 
said Newsmax in a statement 
issued Monday. “From the very 
beginning, Judge Davis ruled in 
ways that strongly favored the 
plaintiffs and limited Newsmax’s 
ability to defend itself. The Dela-
ware Court under Judge Davis 
effectively enforced a confisca-
tion of our property because 
our reporting was not always 
sympathetic to Joe Biden. The 
actions taken against Newsmax, 
and earlier against Fox News, 
represent a direct attack on free 
speech and a free press.”

Newsmax CEO Chris Ruddy 
said Davis’ treatment of the 
case does not reflect well on 
Delaware. In 2024, Newsmax 
redomesticated from Delaware 
to Florida.

“Any media company has to 
be completely crazy to be there,” 
Ruddy said of Delaware.

Newsmax was represented by 
Young Conaway Stargatt & Taylor 
and Bayard PA.

In September, Newsmax set-
tled a defamation case brought 
by another voting technology 
company, Smartmatic, that had 
also been filed in Superior Court. 
Newsmax’s 10-K filed at the end 
of the 2024 indicated that settle-
ment included a payment of $40 
million.

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anti-dumping and countervailing 
duty cases this year,” said Timo-
thy Brightbill, co-chair of Wiley’s 
international trade practice. 
“Customs, export controls and 
national security are all expand-
ing rapidly.”

“We see clients needing 
advice on all of these laws that 
are being used in new ways by 
the administration, including 
the IEEPA, the International 
Emergency Economic Powers 
Act, Section 301,” Brightbill 
added. “So clients need help 
interpreting these laws and 
interpreting these new recip-
rocal trade deals that are being 
negotiated with almost all of 
our trading partners.”

Brightbill said Wiley’s interna-
tional trade practice primarily 
works with domestic companies 
and industries, including solar 
manufacturers.

Trump first unveiled sweep-
ing import taxes on goods in the 
U.S. from nearly every country 
this Spring. Since then, his 
administration has announced 
trade deals with several coun-
tries, including South Korea, 
Japan, the United Kingdom, 
Pakistan and Vietnam.

The tariffs the administration 
is implementing have drummed 
up work for firms, said Jonathan 
Poling, Akin Gump Strauss Hauer 
& Feld’s international trade prac-
tice head.

“There’s a lot of work that’s 
been going on by our customs 
groups. We’ve grown that prac-
tice quite a bit this year,” Poling 
added. He added there’s also 
“enormous amounts of activity 
going on in the export control 
space,” noting China’s restric-
tions on rare earth minerals and 
the U.S.’s restrictions on semicon-
ductor technology.

Work for Home and Abroad

Several law firms and lobby-
ing shops have been advising 
foreign countries and entities as 
they navigate trade deals with the 
Trump administration.

Akin advised Cambodia in its 
trade agreement with the Trump 
administration, providing guid-
ance throughout the negotiations, 
the firm said. Akin’s team was led 
by lobbying and public policy 
partner Scott Parven.

Meanwhile, lobbying shops, 
including Mercury Public Affairs, 
the former home of Trump’s chief 
of staff Susie Wiles, and BGR Gov-
ernment Affairs have registered 
on behalf of the Embassy of the 
Republic of Korea, according to 
Foreign Agents Registration Act 
filings.

Continental Strategy regis-
tered on behalf of the Embassy 
of Japan, and K&L Gates regis-

tered on behalf of the Japanese 
government’s Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs.

On the other side of the table, 
Kirkland & Ellis got involved in 
U.S. trade deal talks with other 
countries, including Japan and 
South Korea, according to a New 
York Times report. Skadden was 
reportedly also connected with 
the Department of Commerce, but 
it’s unclear if they have worked 
on any trade deals.

Both firms were connected to 
the work through Trump attorney 
Boris Epshteyn, who made an 
introduction. Epshteyn wouldn’t 
comment for this report.

It’s unclear whether the firm’s 
work or intended work would be 
pro bono. Both firms reached 
agreements with the Trump 
administration this Spring, pledg-
ing at least $100 million in pro 
bono legal services to causes the 
administration supports.

Trump suggested in repeated 
public statements this Spring that 
he would like firms that reached 
deals with his administration to 
negotiate trade agreements with 
other countries.

Kirkland’s international trade 
and national security practice is 
among more than a dozen firms 
ranked in a “band one” practice 
by Chambers. Kirkland’s practice 
includes 24 lawyers, including at 
least 13 partners, according to its 
website.

Still, the practice is more well-
known for its work for financial cli-
ents. The practice group advises 
private equity sponsors and their 
portfolio companies, public com-
panies, and financial institutions, 
the firm’s website says.

Kirkland’s practice is led by 
Mario Mancuso, a former senior 
member of President George W. 
Bush’s national security team.

The firm has been growing the 
practice just this year. In May, 
John Kabealo and Evan Sills joined 
Kirkland as partners in its interna-
tional trade and national security 
practice group. They previously 
worked at Kabealo’s own boutique 
that focused on U.S. national secu-
rity regulatory processes.

Skadden, which is also known 
for its corporate work, has a small-
er international trade practice, 
with only four partners listed on 
the firm’s website, and a handful 
of others in adjacent practices like 
export controls.

Regardless of whether the 
trade deal work resulted from a 
deal with Trump, legal ethics pro-
fessors say the trade work experi-
ence is likely attractive for firms.

“If the firm now does trade 
work and wants to do more, 
or if the firm simply wants to 
develop expertise and a reputa-
tion in the area, it can view the 
work as an opportunity to raise 
its profile,” said Stephen Gillers, 
a legal ethics professor at New 
York University School of Law. “It 
also seems to me that, compared 

to what else the firm might be 
asked to do, trade work is less 
likely to carry highly divisive 
ideological baggage.”

Leslie Levin, a legal ethics pro-
fessor at the University of Con-
necticut School of Law, echoed 
that trade work may be less “prob-
lematic” compared to other types 
of pro bono work the firms could 
do as part of their agreement with 
the administration.

Kirkland and Skadden did not 
respond to requests for comment.

White House deputy press 
secretary Harrison Fields did 
not answer questions regarding 
Kirkland and Skadden’s involve-
ment in trade deals. Fields instead 
said that “President Trump has 
radically changed the business 
of discrimination, including by 
ending DEI in Big Law.

“Law firms that have for years 
propelled one-sided justice by 
providing pro bono resources 
to those causes that make our 
nation more dangerous and less 
free have started serving their 
nation. All will benefit from this 
massive step to equality and jus-
tice,” Fields said in a statement.

No Slowing Down

Trade work for law firms is 
unlikely to slow down anytime 
soon, practice leaders say.

“I think we’re going to see a lot 
of announcements of resolved 
enforcement activity, and whether 
that’s plea agreements or deferred 
prosecution agreements, whether 
that’s for export controls viola-
tions or False Claims Act cases 
related to tariffs,” said Michael 
Huneke, co-chair of Hughes Hub-
bard’s sanctions, export controls 
and anti-money-laundering prac-
tice group.

“I think we’re going to see a lot 
of concrete examples of potential 
risk and penalties in a very delib-
erate way from the government in 
the next three or four months,” 
Huneke added.

Poling, at Akin, said that they 
expect to remain busy for the 
“foreseeable future” in light of 
regulatory changes to tariffs to 
changes within the federal gov-
ernment.

“There’s been a lot of people 
that have left the government. 
There’s new people in those posi-
tions as well, and they’re going 
to put their new perspective on 
issues, and they may or may not 
have the experience or the histori-
cal knowledge of what occurred, 
which makes it more challenging 
at times,” said Poling. “But there’s 
a lot of activity occurring by this 
administration, and it’s causing 
lots of questions by clients as to 
how to manage their business 
operations, how to manage the 
people that manage their supply 
chains.”

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“This had added extra weeks 
and months to the process by 
duplicating the vetting already 
completed by the committee for 
each candidate.”

“This change has shortened the 
time from application to appoint-
ment while building a highly 
qualified judiciary and keeping 
sensitive information private,” 
the statement added.

Faridi told the New York Law 
Journal and Law.com that MACJ 
expressed “three concerns: tim-
ing, privacy and transparency.” 
He said MACJ told him that 
the NYCBA process sometimes 
caused delays, expressed con-
cern that the bar’s questionnaire 
may complicate FOIA litigation, 
and was not transparent because 
the names of Judiciary Committee 
members were not made public.

Faridi said any delays could 
be managed “collaboratively, so 
long as candidate names are not 
sent to us on the cusp of holidays, 
when it becomes difficult to con-
tact references.”

As for privacy and transparen-
cy, Faridi said the bar association 
committee does not use the city’s 
form and the names of Judiciary 
Committee members are available 
online.

In the op-ed, Faridi wrote that 
MACJ ended the partnership in 
late 2024, citing “redundancy and 
confidentiality concerns.”

“Two independent processes 
are not duplicative; they are 
mutually reinforcing,” he wrote. 
“We live in an era when the rule 
of law faces real strain. Political 
polarization, attacks on the judi-
ciary, and declining public trust 
in institutions all threaten our sys-
tem. In such a moment, the work 
of the Judiciary Committee—and 
of other independent bodies like 
MACJ—is more vital than ever.”

Faridi wrote that the bar 
remains “hopeful the collabora-
tion will resume.”

Former NYC Mayor Ed Koch 
established the Mayor’s Advi-
sory Committee on the Judiciary 
(MACJ) in 1978. Koch pledged he 
would not appoint any judges who 
were not approved by both MACJ 
and NYCBA’s Judiciary Commit-
tee.

Every NYC mayor since Koch—
except Rudy Giuliani—has agreed 
to only appoint judges approved 
by both groups.

The 29 members of MACJ are 
nominated by the Mayor, the Chief 
Judge of the New York Court of 
Appeals, the Presiding Justices 
of the Appellate Divisions for the 
First and Second Departments, 
and a rotating group of NYC law 
schools. The NYCBA Judiciary 

Committee is composed of some 
50 individual volunteer lawyers 
from across the profession.

The NYCBA Judiciary Com-
mittee vets candidates through 
a thorough process involving 
interviewing and investigation. 
The Executive Order establish-
ing the MACJ states the commit-
tee will evaluate and investigate 
“character, ability, training, experi-
ence, temperament and commit-
ment to equal justice under law” 
to determine qualification.

“The independent Mayor’s 
Advisory Committee on the 
Judiciary conducts a robust vet-
ting process on every judicial 
candidate — as every mayor 
since Ed Koch has done — and 
the Adam [sic] administration 
has appointed one of the most 
diverse judiciaries in New York 
City history,” an Adams spokes-
person said. “We are proud of the 
results, and there is no dispute 
that the process is rigorous, fair, 
open, and conducted with incred-
ible integrity.”

The NYCBA Judiciary Commit-
tee will continue to issue public 
and independent evaluations of 
judicial candidates, Faridi said.

“The quality of our courts, 
and the health of our democracy, 
depend on it,” he wrote.

ess than two years has passed 
since I started counseling 
companies on how to com-
ply with a host of Artificial 
Intelligence (AI) regulations 

coming out of the European Union, 
the United States Federal Govern-
ment and states.

But little is the same now as it 
was then. In this ever-changing AI 
regulatory landscape, it’s hard to find 
some basic guidelines that can bring 
sense but also flexibility to compli-
ance efforts. In this article I propose 
a set of guidelines that I call SHIELD.

S: Scope your AI systems and tools.
H: Highlight use cases and risk 

levels.
I: Identify applicable state, federal 

and international laws.
E: Establish oversight and account-

ability roles.
L: Log decisions, training data 

sources and disclosures.
D: Detect and respond to updates 

in the legal landscape.
SHIELD takes into account that U.S. 

companies have at least three sets of 
very relevant regulatory obligations–
but all have shifted in the recent past, 
and more change is coming.

Every state in the U.S. has intro-
duced AI-related legislation and more 
than half have AI-related laws on the 
books.

A number have laws relating to AI 
systems deployed for use cases that 
impact consumers–such as insurance 
claim processing, credit approval, 
employment application screening, 
and medical diagnostics.

Most such laws require some 
form of disclosure and testing for 
bias-related outcomes. Another set 
of laws relate to AI-generated video 

and audio content such as deepfakes, 
or political ads.

Adjacent to these laws are those 
that place restrictions on the abil-
ity of third parties to use someone’s 
name, likeness and image. Some 
states have banned certain applica-
tions based on the domain (mental 
health) or age of the user.

Federal laws in the U.S. have gone 
through significant changes in the last 
year–with the Trump Administra-
tion’s fulfillment of its commitment 
to repeal the Biden Administration’s 
AI Executive Order.

The Biden-era order tasked federal 
agencies with coming up with regula-
tions in the executive branch. There 
has not been any wholesale replace-
ment of these.

In terms of existing federal laws 
(apart from caselaw interpreting 
existing laws as it pertains to AI), 

there is the Take it Down Act, passed 
in May 2025, that prohibits the dis-
semination of non-consensual deep-
fake imagery.

Instead of regulating to prohibit, 
the federal government is taking a 
more affirmative adoption stance.

It has entered into several con-
tracts with major developers for 

federal employees to use their chat 
products, and has suggested that 
federal lands and resources will be 
used to further adoption of U.S. AI 
technology.

Legislation is pending relating to 
enabling enhanced access to com-
pute infrastructure to allow for wider 
model and tool development.

Notably, the Trump Administra-
tion’s AI Action Plan that came out 
in July 2025, calls for a “try it first” 
approach to AI tools, and a review 
and possible repeal of state laws that 
may impede the competitiveness of 
AI companies in the international 
arena.

This is a far more “hands-off” 
approach to AI regulation than the 
U.S. had previously been heading 
towards.

Meanwhile, the E.U. AI Act has 
started to be implemented. As of Feb. 
2025, use cases that fall within the 
unacceptable risk categories (such as 
social scoring, biometric surveillance 
in public places), are now actively 
banned. As of Aug. 2, 2025, the Gen-
eral Purpose AI Obligations (GPAI) 
have started to go into effect.

The GPAI requires that models 
comply with a number of transpar-
ency, governance and confidential-
ity requirements (the E.U. has the 
extensive GDPR privacy regime that 
remains in effect); existing models 
have a two year phase in period.

With more than 30-plus state laws, 
some federal regulation and potential 
roll-back of unspecified state laws, 
and E.U. laws that have extra-terri-
torial reach, companies are left in a 
bit of a compliance quagmire. This 
is putting to the side that there are 

additional AI regulatory schemas 
in the Asia-Pacific region, the U.K., 
Brazil, etc.

Keeping up with all of the regu-
latory requirements, and changing 
obligations, is a challenge indeed. The 
SHIELD guidelines I suggest above are 
one way to think about it. (Of course, 
this article cannot and is

SHIELD: Guidelines for Navigating 
The AI Regulatory Landscape

IN APRIL, Freshfields announced its partnership 
with Google Cloud in hopes of bolstering artifi-
cial intelligence-focused innovation and product 
development at the firm. Since then, the firm has 
built a number of proprietary tools using Google’s 
AI offerings.

“AI is becoming such an integral part of our 
fabric that it is also the right approach to not be 
dependent on a sole provider,” said Freshfields 
chief innovation officer Gil Perez. “It’s not like we’re 
converting to Google. We are using Microsoft on a 
daily basis, and the growth of the Google products 
is growing in tandem.”

Since the partnership was announced, the firm 
has built proprietary tools such as D3, or Dynamic 
Due Diligence, on top of Gemini, which was created 
for document review and due diligence.

“You can start doing these natural language que-
ries, and we’ve built a platform that both leverages 
that and helps attorneys collaborate with each 
other and [go] through these vast data rooms,” 
said Freshfields strategic risk management partner 
Beth George. “Eyes are on every document that 
needs eyes on it, but it helps us focus and bubble 
up and move quicker … so our ability to do major 
document-intensive heavy diligence … we’ve found 
a way to expedite it.”

Freshfields is also using Vertex AI for agentic AI 
capabilities including an “issues list” tool, which 
allows users to plug in various transaction docu-
ments and receive reports tailored to the firm’s 
requirements.

“Let’s say it’s a stock purchase agreement, and 
you don’t even need to prompt, you basically 
upload the two documents and the agents run, 
in essence, the whole process and deliver a report 
based on our template immediately, either [Micro-
soft] Word or in any other format that we want 
specifically to our specifications,” Perez explained.

Perez noted that the firm is in the process of 
determining the accuracy of Google’s AI capabili-
ties to determine the models’ strengths and weak-
nesses and their ability to adapt to the needs of 
the firm’s clients.

“Being able to have that portfolio of tools of 
engines behind a chatbot or a summarization 
tool is really super effective and also provides 
our lawyers the ability to have more confidence 
in the tools that they’re using because they’re able 
to also critique it. … That’s part of what we call 
ensuring that we have the human insight in the 
process as well,” Perez added.

Both George and Perez said that, although they 
are evaluating the use cases and accuracy of gen 
AI from tech vendors, they have not yet figured 
out how to measure return on investment for their 
products.

“Our primary focus right now is, one, under-
standing how we can use this to deliver products 
and services to clients that we couldn’t do before, 
either because they were too time intensive or 
too cost intensive,” George said. “And then, two, 
what are the opportunities to expand and build 
upon this and then figuring out return on invest-
ment is something our eyes are on, but not the 
first issue for us.”

When it comes to Freshfields’ overall outlook 
on AI automation, the firm is keen on taking AI 
experimentation one step at a time, and keeping 
an open mind.

“We need to experiment in a responsible and 
phased way, and obviously the tools and the capa-
bilities that we’re seeing that are delivering on 
higher quality outlook, that we can deploy them 
responsibly, that we have the adoption, then we 
will move forward with those,” Perez said. “Part 
of experimenting is also that openness to multiple 
vendors … since things are moving so fast.”

Inside the Gen AI Tools 
Freshfields Built from 
Its Google PartnershipBy

FOR many law firms, the cost of security tools 
and services is a major barrier to improving their 
security protocols, according to ILTA and Fenix24’s 
“2025 State of Cybersecurity in Law Firms” survey 
published earlier this month.

The survey is based on responses made in 2024 
from 60 law firms primarily based in North America. 
Over half of participating law firms (65%) said the 
cost of security tools and services, as well as lack 
of funding, was a top challenge in improving their 
organization’s security posture.

“Costs involved in rapidly deploying technolo-
gies to stay ahead of threat actors and the expenses 
of hiring skilled cybersecurity professionals, as well 
as training and awareness and balancing budgets 
with other operational costs, factor greatly into the 
challenges of improving security,” the report said.

A majority of law firms also reported user conve-
nience and resistance (60%) and lack of staffing or 
expertise to deploy and maintain new tools (about 
53%) were top barriers to improving security.

When it comes to law firms seeing a need to 
improve security, survey respondents said they were 
driven by internal assessments, tabletop exercises 
and penetration test results (53%) in addition to client 
requirements (53%). Clients might call for law firms 
to be security compliant through their own audits, 
assessments and outside counsel guidelines (OCG).

“Security spending across the legal industry is 
rising for a variety of reasons, such as regulatory 
compliance, insurance requirements, and increas-
ingly sophisticated client expectations,” the report 
noted. “Clients are seeking assurances that their 
sensitive information is protected, and on the whole 
they have become more focused on the security 
of their outside counsel, thereby propelling adop-
tion of emerging technologies and advancing the 
mounting emphasis on recovery over resilience.”

While many firms said their budgets are suffi-
cient to combat security threats, the survey found 
that an adequate budget does not exactly equate 
to strong security.

The survey found that 82% of respondents 
believe their security budget is adequate enough 
to protect their law firms. However, when asked 
how secure firms would be from threats like ran-
somware, 23% of participants said that there are 
some gaps in security, while 17% said their orga-
nization is only secure where it counts.

“Rising costs for skilled professionals, advanced 
detection tools, and security services put increas-
ing pressure on budgets, often forcing firms to pri-
oritize compliance over proactive defenses,” the 
report pointed out. “Many firms are investing in 
security, but without a clear alignment between 
budget allocation and threat mitigation critical 
gaps remain unaddressed.”

Opinion: 25-54

Digest: (1) A judge whose 
remaining unexpended campaign 
funds at the conclusion of his/
her window period total $2,500 
or less may treat such funds as 
de minimis and use them for any 
lawful non-political purpose con-
nected to judicial office, in order 
to facilitate closing down the 
campaign account. To the extent 
that our prior opinions required 
a candidate to discern whether 
such purpose is also “within 
the contemplation of campaign 
donors,” we hereby modify our 
prior opinions as needed to abol-
ish that requirement.

(2) A judge with de minimis 
unexpended campaign funds may 
use them to purchase artwork for 
the judge’s courtroom and cham-
bers. The images must be consis-
tent with the dignity and impartial-
ity of the judiciary, and display of 
artwork in the courtroom is sub-
ject to appropriate administrative 
approvals.

Rules: Election Law § 14-130; 
22 NYCRR 100.0(Q); 100.2(A);

Opinion: The inquiring judge 
is approaching the end of his/her 
window period and has less than 
$2,500 remaining in his/her cam-
paign account. The judge asks if 
he/she may use the unexpended 
campaign funds to purchase art-
work featuring historical public 
figures, locations and events to be 
displayed in his/her courtroom 
and chambers. We note that the 
judge’s examples all focus on 
subject matter widely recognized 
as significant to our nation, such 
as pictures of the U.S. Supreme 
Court building and the signing of 

the U.S. Constitution, a collection 
of U.S. Chief Justice portraits, and 
pictures of John Jay, Alexander 
Hamilton, and Theodore Roos-
evelt.

A judge or non-judge candidate 
for elective judicial office may 
personally participate in his/her 
own campaign for judicial office 
during the window period, sub-
ject to certain limitations (see 22 
NYCRR 100.0[Q] [defining “window 
period”]; 100.5[A][1][c]; 100.5[A]
[2]). For example, a judicial candi-
date must not use or permit the use 
of campaign contributions for the 
private benefit of the candidate or 
others (see Election Law § 14-130; 
22 NYCRR 100.5[A][5]).

A judicial candidate may use 
his/her campaign funds through-
out the post-election window 
period to buy campaign adver-
tisements and attend political 
events (see Opinion 16-29/16-
50 [describing some permis-
sible uses]). At the conclusion 
of the window period, a judicial 
candidate whose unexpended 
campaign funds “exceed $2,500 
must direct his/her campaign 
committee to make one reason-
able, bona fide attempt to return 
all the funds pro rata to contribu-
tors” (Opinion 18-117 [internal 
quotation omitted]). After such 
an attempt, unexpended cam-
paign funds may be used “for 
any purpose consistent with 
prior opinions, except that funds 
remaining after the expiration of 
the window period may not be 
used for victory parties or to 
attend political events” (Opin-
ion 08-151). Where unexpended 
campaign funds are $2,500 or less 
at the end of the window period, 
a judicial candidate may imme-
diately treat them as de minimis 
(see Opinion 16-29/16-50).

As a matter of judicial eth-
ics, campaign funds may not be 
retained for use in a future cam-
paign (see Opinion 14-148) and 
may not be used for any private 
benefit (see 22 NYCRR 100.5[A]
[5]). Nor may they be donated to 
any person or entity, including 
charitable organizations, other 
than the Catalyst Public Service 
Fellowship Program (see Opinion 
16-29/16-50) or a not-for-profit 
entity that operates a daycare 
center in a court of the Unified 
Court System for litigants who do 
not have access to childcare (see 
Opinion 22-102). That is, a judicial 
candidate who wishes to donate 
de minimis unexpended cam-
paign funds may do so only to the 
two charities we have expressly 
approved. We have also advised 
that, subject to any necessary 
administrative approvals, a judi-
cial candidate may use campaign 
funds to “purchase books or other 
reference materials to be donated 
to the courthouse law libraries” 
of the judge’s court (Opinion 

16-29/16-50).
Presumptively, campaign con-

tributors give funds to a judicial 
candidate’s campaign committee 
for the very specific purpose of 
furthering the candidate’s cam-
paign (see generally Opinions 
16-97; 16-29/16-50). Thus, in deter-
mining whether certain proposed 
uses of de minimis unexpended 
campaign funds were ethically 
permissible, we have on occa-
sion considered whether such 
uses were likely to be “within 
the contemplation of campaign 
contributors” and have reached 
different conclusions (compare 
Opinion 12-129[A]-[G] [advis-
ing unsuccessful candidate may 
use de minimis campaign funds 
before end of window period 
to hold modest and reasonable 
social event to thank campaign 
volunteers] with Opinion 22-102 
[prohibiting the use of unexpend-
ed campaign funds to commission 
historical plaque]).

On further consideration, we 
believe the guidepost set forth 
in our prior opinions, requir-
ing a determination of which 
expenditures are likely to be 
“within the contemplation of 
campaign contributors,” relies 
on subjective viewpoints and 
contrasting interpretations of 
the contributors’ intent (see 
Opinions 16-29/16-50; 12-95(A); 
cf Opinion 22-102). Indeed, we 
are cognizant of the fact that 
some proposed uses of de mini-
mis campaign funds raise con-
cerns of impropriety where they 
are not sufficiently connected 
to a candidate’s campaign (see 
Opinion 06-162 [overruling 
many opinions]). Nonetheless, 
in our view, it is unlikely that 
donors would object to a judicial 
candidate’s use of de minimis 
unexpended campaign funds to 
purchase non-personal items to 
be displayed on the walls of a 
judge’s chambers, courtroom, or 
other areas within a courthouse.

We now believe a more work-
able standard, one that will 
ensure greater consistency, is 
whether the expenditure of de 
minimis campaign funds is being 
made for “any lawful non-political 
purpose connected with judicial 
office” (Opinion 12-95[A]; see also 
Opinions 16-97; 16-29/16-50). We 
introduced this objective stan-
dard more than a decade ago as 
a practical baseline for expending 
de minimis campaign funds that 
“need not be returned to contribu-
tors on a pro rata basis” (Opinion 
12-95[A]). In doing so, we identi-
fied a short list of examples that 
fit into the “non-political purpose” 
scheme: “the purchase of office 
supplies, computer software or 
books” (id.). However, the list is 
non-exhaustive (see e.g. Opin-
ion 16-97 [including modestly 
priced laptop for per- »  Page 7
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filing that President Trump might 
be done issuing executive orders 
against law firms, noting “such an 
action has not happened in four 
months and may never happen.”

Meanwhile, the EEOC appears 
to have dropped its letter inquiry 
against major law firms over their 
diversity practices. While some 
law firms settled an EEOC matter 
when they made a deal, “most” 
firms didn’t provide the diversity 
information, and it was never man-
datory, the Justice Department 
acknowledged in a court filing 
on July 31.

“The letters do not assert that 
they are being sent pursuant to an 
‘investigation’ into the law firms, 
nor do they contain language stat-
ing that a response is mandatory,” 
the government said.

Some firms made pro bono 
deals with Trump, seemingly 
on the premise that these deals 
would end the EEOC letter inquiry. 
But that reasoning now appears 
less certain, in light of the Justice 
Department’s statements in court 
that responses were never man-
datory.

Trump’s Legacy on Big Law

To be clear, while many law 
firms have sued the Trump admin-
istration on behalf of clients, 
Trump’s battle scars against Big 
Law so far cannot be understated.

The balance of Big Law firms 
suing the administration on behalf 
of clients skewed away from Am 
Law 50 firms with corporate-
heavy practices, according to an 
American Lawyer review of cases 
in May, with firms potentially hesi-
tant to upset pending client deals 
that needed regulatory approval.

Meanwhile, most of Big Law’s 

pro bono and diversity pledges 
have shifted since Trump’s inau-
guration.

Scores of law firms have delet-
ed promises of their DEI commit-
ments on their websites and hiring 
materials. Fewer law firms appear 
to be hiring dedicated diversity 
leaders. While a handful of large 
firms have open DEI roles posted, 
the quantity of open positions has 
declined, making each posting 
more competitive, Law.com has 
reported.

In their pro bono work, law 
firms have also backed out of 
politically sensitive pro bono com-
mitments or sought to withdraw 
their public-facing appearances 
in pro bono matters.

In particular, some firms that 
made deals with Trump have been 
cautious about taking on pro bono 
work that may upset the admin-
istration.

For instance, sources familiar 
with the internal workings of 
Willkie Farr & Gallagher and its 
pro bono department indicated 
that Willkie has proceeded with 
caution around pro bono projects 
that may anger the president, Law.
com reported on Thursday. Those 
sources also noted that the firm 
was looking at ways to demon-
strate compliance with its deal 
with the president.

Four months after Kirkland 
made a $125 million deal with 
Trump, news surfaced last week 
that the firm got connected to 
the Trump administration on 
trade deals with other countries, 
including Japan and South Korea, 
according to a New York Times 
report. Skadden, which made its 
own $100 million pro bono deal 
with Trump, was reportedly also 
connected with the Department of 
Commerce, but it’s unclear if they 
have worked on any trade deals.

Both firms were connected to 
the work through Trump attorney 

Boris Epshteyn, who made an 
introduction. Epshteyn wouldn’t 
comment for this report.

It’s not clear whether the trade 
deal work by Kirkland attorneys 
is pro bono or paid.

Kirkland and Skadden represen-
tatives have declined to comment.

Some observers said that 
Kirkland’s work for the Trump 
administration could be perceived 
as less objectionable than other 
work that the administration may 
have thrown to a law firm, letting 
Kirkland fulfill its service through 
attractive legal work.

Stephen Gillers, a legal ethics 
expert and professor at New York 
University, said firms may see 
trade work as a plus “because of 
the experience it will give its law-
yers in a field with paying clients.” 
Compared to what else the firm 
might be asked to do, “trade work 
is less likely to carry highly divi-
sive ideological baggage,” he said.

Leslie Levin, a University of 
Connecticut legal ethics profes-
sor, echoed this, noting that this 
“type of work may be viewed as 
less morally problematic than 
working to defend misconduct 
by ICE agents or to cut off fund-
ing for medical research.

“Doing this trade work might 
also expand the firms’ areas of 
expertise, so from that perspec-
tive, it could be viewed as attrac-
tive,” she added.

Still, ethics experts were doubt-
ful that Kirkland could claim the 
work as “pro bono,” in the tra-
ditional meaning of the word. “I 
don’t view it as pro bono work. 
The U.S. government is not an 
individual or organization of lim-
ited means. This work was also 
coerced,” Levin said.

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ters wearing 1970s-styled wigs, 
sunglasses and fake mustaches, 
“intended to evoke the three 
members of the Beastie Boys ... 
depicting them ‘robbing’ ingre-
dients from a Chili’s restaurant.”

Rimon Law partner Michael 
Lazaroff represented The Beas-
tie Boys in the suit. The parties 
reached their settlement in late 
May during court-ordered media-
tion. 

Brinker did not immediately 
respond to Law.com’s request 
for comment on Monday. 

The dispute was among the 
highest-profile challenges con-
fronting Brinker legal chief Daniel 
Fuller, an 11-year veteran of the 
company. 

He’d been an attorney at Per-
kins Coie before Brinker in 2014 
as corporate counsel. Four years 
later, he became general counsel, 
and last year the company elevat-
ed him to chief legal officer.

This isn’t the first time The 
Beastie Boys had taken allega-
tions of copyright infringement 
to court. In 2012, the band, rep-
resented by Sheppard, Mullin, 
Richter & Hampton sued Monster 
Energy Co. over its use of “Sabo-
tage” in a promotional video.

In 2014, a jury awarded the 
band $1.7 million. 

In 2012, Rolling Stone report-
ed that founding member Adam 
Yauch—who died that year of 
cancer—stated in his will filed 
in a Manhattan court that “in no 
event may my image or name or 
any music or any artistic property 
created by me be used for adver-
tising purposes.”

The Beastie Boys’ lawsuit 
against Brinker referenced 
Yauch’s will and stated that “the 
plaintiffs do not license ‘Sabotage’ 
or any of their other intellectual  
property for third-party product 
advertising purposes.”

Big restaurant chains such as 
Brinker, which has 1,600 restau-
rants in 29 countries, routinely 
face litigation covering every-

thing from slip-and-fall incidents 
to employment discrimination.

While many of the suits are 
relatively low-stakes, others seek 
damages in the millions of dollars. 

For example, after Chili’s dis-
covered in 2018 that malware had 
potentially exposed customers’ 
credit card data, plaintiffs attor-
neys filed a class action suit in 
the Middle District of Florida 
seeking more than $5 million in 
damages. 

In late June of this year, a judge 
denied class certification—a big 
victory for Brinker and its legal 
team at Norton Rose Fulbright.

The judge found that “individu-
alized questions abound” for the 
proposed class, including “wheth-
er any putative class members suf-
fered fraudulent charges.”

Brinker posted revenue in its 
latest fiscal year of $5.3 billion. 
Chili’s was its star performer, rack-
ing up 24% comparable restaurant 
sales growth.

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risks and benefits to a verifiably 
competent donor. 

Hospital and OPO Healthcare 
providers avoid liability by main-
taining complete, accurate, and 
confidential records of the donor’s 
health history and organ procure-
ment process and safely procuring 
and preserving organs. Careful doc-
umentation safeguards all involved 
in the donation and procurement 
process if something goes wrong.

Hospitals and OPOs face strict 
liability for defective organs or pro-
curement and breach of express 
and implied warranty claims for 
defective organs. Hospitals may 
have negligence claims against 
the procurement company.

The injury potential is high, 
and competing pressures, such 
as OPOs’ increasing donation and 
donor families’ making legal and 
medical decisions, raise public pol-
icy concerns about high-pressure 
practices.

To prevent aggressive procure-
ment, Congress passed the U.S. 
Securing the Organ Procurement 
and Transplantation Network Act, 
which solicits a new federal con-
tractor to oversee the organ dona-
tion and procurement process and 
develops stringent procurement 
protocols and guidelines that 
safeguard donor families without 
decreasing organ transplantations.

Recent Lawsuits and Legal 
Precedent Underscore  
Disputes in Organ  
Procurement

In September 2022, an organ pro-
curement organization’s dubious 
practices incited a congressional 
oversight committee to investi-
gate. The Kentucky organization 
prompted the HHS to initiate organ 
donation reform.

Their investigation uncovered 
“dozens” of incomplete donations, 
at least 73 cases of neurologically 
disqualifiable donors, and 28 cases 
of questionably dead donors.

The committee’s findings cited 
shoddy procurement practices, 
faulty communication with patient 
healthcare teams, and overlooked 
signs of neurological function. 
Kentucky’s Organ Procurement 
and Transplantation Network’s 
(OPTN) poor oversight garnered 
partial blame.

In October 2021, TJ Hoover was 
declared brain dead by medical 
staff following a drug overdose.

TJ opened his eyes during organ 
removal prep and tracked the 
procurement team’s movements. 
Team members noted the patient’s 
responses, but they were ignored. 
The donation process ended after 
a doctor observed the patient. The 
Attorney General is investigating 
TJ’s case as he recovers.

Problem cases typically involve 
donations post-circulatory death 
(DCD) after life support ends. 
Although patients may have 
reflexes during the process, which 
families confuse with life, that was 
not the case with Hoover.

With respect to the unidenti-
fied 69-year-old New Yorker whose 
organs were harvested without the 
family’s knowledge or consent, 
New York’s version of UAGA is 
silent as to a hospital’s and OPO’s 
responsibilities regarding unidenti-
fied patients.

However, prior cases indicate 
that hospitals can face liability for 
loss of sepulcher where efforts to 
identify patients are lacking. Fur-
ther, there’s a strong argument to 
be made that New York’s version 
of the Anatomical Gift Act does 
not allow for the organ donation 
of unidentified patients in the first 
place.

Legal Reforms Better  
Protect Patients and  
Medical Institutions in 
The Organ Donation Process

The Health Resources and Ser-
vices Administration’s (HRSA) 
recent corrective action plan for 
OPTN monitoring and account-
ability addresses violations and 
U.S. organ donation system man-
agement.

The HRSA and OPTN drafted 
protocols for improved over-
sight and misconduct reporting, 
comprehensive data collection of 
OPO patient interactions, OPO 
patient records for organ removal 
attempts, policies regarding new 
procurement technologies, and a 
corrective plan for OPOs delin-
quent in care coordination, data 
collection and uniform assess-
ment.

Additionally, new laws and regu-
lations replace the single OPTN for 
multiple OPOs specializing in criti-
cal areas. The OPO performance 
criteria now measure organ dona-
tion and transplantation rates. 
However, a recent lawsuit by organ 
donation groups challenges the 
implementation of the new OPO 
performance criteria as violating 
the 1984 National Organ Transplant 
Act’s directive to use multiple fac-
tors to evaluate OPOs.

Finally, the Removing Burdens 
from Organ Donation Act expedites 
donor eligibility electronic commu-
nications between hospitals and 
OPOs to more efficiently coordi-
nate organ transplantation.

Government reforms are a good 
start, but global oversight by all 
involved and affected is necessary.

Red Flags Families Should 
Beware of During Hospital 
End-of-life Decisions

Reducing tension between 
donor families’ needs and the 
organ donation system requires 

communication and sensitivity, 
especially in DCD contexts. Fami-
lies feeling rushed into organ dona-
tion since their loved one’s life is 
secondary to organ harvesting, 
raising concerns.

Thus, healthcare teams that 
introduce donation options pre-
maturely raise red flags. UAGA 
requires physicians to facilitate 
end-of-life support decisions but 
to stay out of the donor procure-
ment authorization process to 
avoid conflicts of interest.

Another warning sign is mis-
trust. Families need the medical 
protocol for determining death 
explained to them. Those who 
decide their loved ones’ fates 
must understand how medical 
death is determined and believe 
the physician’s brain death and life-
support-dependency assessments. 
Essentially, families want to be sure 
their loved ones are truly deceased 
and pain-free, and to know what to 
do to ensure that.

Confusion about brain and cardi-
ac death also raises suspicion and, 
according to established organ 
donation protocols in non-heart-
beating donors, should be clarified 
to patient families. Inadequately 
informed family members may not 
understand that non-heart-beating 
death means life support is with-
drawn, the patient dies, and then 
organ donation occurs. In brain 
death cases, life-sustaining inter-
ventions remain until organ dona-
tion occurs because the patient is 
already dead.

The race against time for viable 
organs creates another perceptual 
problem and may rush the death 
determination once life support is 
withdrawn and a patient ceases all 
heart, lung and brain functioning. 
After an hour, organ donation can-
not take place, and doctors must 
continue patient care until cessa-
tion.

Overcoming Deeper Systemic 
Healthcare Challenges

Medical care is a tightrope 
of time and money constraints, 
especially in organ harvesting. 
Competency, consent, care, consci-
entiousness, and communication 
throughout the healthcare system 
may eliminate breakdowns and 
substandard practices that hurt 
people.

As cases move through the 
courts, more scrutiny of “good 
faith” and “due diligence” in con-
sent contexts and negligence in 
organ and tissue donor process 
integrity by hospitals and OPOs 
will be instructive.

Government and private gate-
keepers, and legal and non-legal 
overseers, like the Organ Dona-
tion and Transplantation Alli-
ance, protect organ donors and 
recipients from hasty consent and 
organ procurement that devastate 
families.

Neither Colorado’s nor Washing-
ton’s HSR law imposes a separate 
state filing fee or waiting period on 
filing parties.

This stands in stark contrast to 
the federal HSR regulations, which 
require filing parties to observe 
a statutory waiting period and 
impose filing fees that range from 
$30,000 to more than $2 million, 

depending on the size of the trans-
action. Both states have, however, 
implemented civil penalties of up 
to $10,000 per day for a party’s 
failure to comply.

Numerous other jurisdictions 
seem eager to follow Washington 
and Colorado, including California, 
Hawaii, Nevada, Utah, Washington, 
D.C., and West Virginia, which have 
all introduced similar bills. The 
pending legislation in most of these 
states emulates the laws enacted in 
Washington and Colorado and the 
language of the Uniform Model Act.

New York has similar, albeit 
somewhat broader, legislation 

pending. If enacted, New York’s 
bill (S00335) would require, with 
limited exceptions, that “any 
person conducting business in 
the state” who is “required to 
file” under the federal HSR Act 
simultaneously provide the same 
information to the New York attor-
ney general.

Additionally, the bill would 
require the attorney general to 
“consider such transaction’s 
effects on labor markets, includ-
ing but not limited to effects on 

workers’ countervailing lever-
age, by establishing a process for 
affected workers or representatives 
designated by affected workers to 
meaningfully comment on such 
transactions[.]”

If passed, New York’s S00335 
would become the most stringent 
of any state’s pre-merger statutes. 
It seems likely that other states will 
continue to introduce premerger 
review legislation.

While these laws may resemble 
the legislation passed in Colorado 
and Washington, there is no guar-
antee that future premerger laws 
will be similar. State legislatures are 

not bound by the guidelines of the 
Uniform Act, which could result 
in significant variation amongst 
states.

Indeed, while even Colorado’s 
and Washington’s statutes are 
similar, they are not identical. 
(For example, Washington’s APNA 
requires filings for health care pro-
vider transactions, a requirement 
that is absent from Colorado’s oth-
erwise similar statute.) Dealmak-
ers should consider not only the 
possible impact of the Washington 
and Colorado laws, but also the 
likelihood of additional, possibly 
divergent, state-level enforcement 
in the near future.

Because the growing trend 
toward more coordinated pre-
merger enforcement by state 
attorneys general is unlikely to 
abate soon, those advising parties 
involved in subjected transactions 
may want to consider addressing 
any changes to costs and timeline 
resulting from the resources and 
time necessary to comply with 
multiple reviewing schemes by 
numerous federal and state anti-
trust enforcement offices.

As this space continues to 
change, those involved in upcom-
ing transactions should consider 
being cautious in reviewing state 
premerger requirements for each 
state that could be relevant to 
the transaction to ensure com-
pliance.

Under the terms of their agree-
ment, Sorkin and No Ice agreed 
that Sorkin would be the sole 
and exclusive author, owner 
and copyright proprietor of the 
Sorkin Play and that No Ice would 
receive the exclusive right to 
produce and present first-class, 
off-Broadway, and second-class 
performances of the Sorkin Play.

No Ice subsequently assigned its 
rights under its agreements with 
Lee and Sorkin to Atticus.

The Sorkin Play opened on 
Broadway in Dec. 2018, then in 
London’s West End in March 2022. 
Under the terms of the 2015 grant, 
the option was deemed exercised 
in Dec. 2018.

The Arbitration

In Jan. 2019, Atticus sent Dra-
matic a letter claiming that Dra-
matic’s licensing of the Sergel Play 
for a planned professional tour in 
the U.K. and Ireland was a clear 
violation both of Atticus’s exclusive 
rights and a violation of the agree-
ment between Lee and Dramatic.

Atticus maintained that it was 
the exclusive worldwide licensee 
for live stage rights to To Kill a 
Mockingbird, subject only to the 
limited rights granted by Lee to 
Dramatic in 1969 to create a theat-

rical adaptation for non-first-class 
performances.

In response, Dramatic filed an 
arbitration demand against the 
Harper Lee estate, seeking, inter 
alia, a declaration that Dramatic’s 
exclusive rights in the Sergel Play 
included “the exclusive right to 
license stock and repertoire the-
aters to perform any stage version 
of the novel To Kill a Mockingbird, 
whether or not the actors are paid, 
and that no other person or entity 
has such rights in any other stage 
version of the novel.” Atticus was 
not a party to that arbitration.

After a 25-day hearing, the arbi-
trator entered an award for Dramat-
ic, concluding that, “by virtue of 
the [derivative works exception], 
Dramatic continues to hold after 
termination of the original grant 
all the exclusive rights granted to 
it in the 1969 Agreement.”

The arbitrator found that, 
notwithstanding Lee’s termina-
tion of her 1969 grant, Dramatic 
maintained “worldwide exclusive 
rights to all non-first-class theater 
or stage rights in To Kill a Mocking-
bird... and has all rights under the 
[1969] agreement that provide for 
Dramatic to enjoy the full exercise 
of all non-first-class theater or stage 
rights.”

The arbitrator awarded Dra-
matic damages, enjoined the 
Lee estate from assisting in the 
“wrongful licensing” of the Sorkin 
Play “for any non-first-class produc-

tion throughout the world,” and 
ordered the Lee estate to indemnify 
Dramatic in any litigation brought 
by Atticus challenging Dramatic’s 
“exclusive worldwide rights.”

Dramatic filed a petition to con-
firm the arbitration award in the 
U.S. District Court for the North-
ern District of Illinois, and the Lee 
estate moved to vacate the award. 
The district court rejected the Lee 
estate’s motion to vacate, and 
entered judgment for Dramatic in 
Jan. 2023. The Lee estate appealed; 
that appeal is pending before the 
U.S. Court of Appeals for the Sev-
enth Circuit.

The ‘Atticus’ Litigation

After the arbitrator entered the 
award in favor of Dramatic, Atti-
cus sued in the Southern District 
of New York, alleging that the arbi-
trator’s ruling “that authors such 
as Harper Lee have no right to ter-
minate grants of exclusive rights 
under the Copyright Act” was con-
trary to the plain and unambigu-
ous language of the Copyright Act’s 
termination provisions.

Atticus sought a declaration 
that “Atticus and Sorkin have the 
right, in relation to [Dramatic], to 
present any and all Second-Class, 
Stock, Amateur and Ancillary Per-
formances... of the Sorkin Play in 
the U.S.; and [that] any such pro-
ductions of the Sorkin Play have 
not infringed and could not infringe 

any purported copyright interest 
[Dramatic] claims to hold to [To 
Kill a Mockingbird].”

Dramatic moved to dismiss, 
arguing that its exclusive right to 
stage non-first-class productions of 
adaptations of To Kill a Mockingbird 
survived Lee’s termination of the 
1969 grant under the derivative 
works exception.

Atticus opposed Dramatic’s 
motion to dismiss and cross-moved 
for summary judgment, arguing 
that Dramatic’s exclusive right to 
stage non-first-class productions of 
adaptations of To Kill a Mockingbird 
ended with Lee’s termination of the 
1969 grant.

The district court converted 
Dramatic’s motion to dismiss 
into a motion for summary judg-
ment under Rule 12(d), denied 
that motion, and granted Atticus’s 
cross-motion for summary judg-
ment in part.

The district court rejected Dra-
matic’s interpretation of the deriva-
tive works exception, reasoning 
that its reading “would thwart the 
plain language of the Copyright Act, 
rendering any exclusive license 
interminable.” The district court 
entered declaratory judgment for 
Atticus in Aug. 2023.

The Appeal

On appeal, Dramatic main-
tained that its exclusive right to 
live, non-first-class stage perfor-

mances of To Kill a Mockingbird 
survived the termination of Lee’s 
1969 grant under the derivative 
works exception.

Dramatic thus claimed that 
Lee’s grant to Dramatic of an 
exclusive license to produce non-
first-class stage adaptations of To 
Kill a Mockingbird was a “term of 
the grant” that survived termina-
tion under the derivative works 
exception.

Under Dramatic’s reading of 
the exception, the Sergel Play 
could “continue to be utilized” as 
the exclusive stage adaptation of 
To Kill a Mockingbird for non-first-
class productions.

The Second Circuit disagreed. 
That reading, the court held, con-
flates Dramatic’s rights in the 
Sergel Play with Lee’s rights in 
To Kill a Mockingbird itself. Lee’s 
termination of the 1969 grant to 
Dramatic caused “all of [Lee’s] 
rights under [the Copyright Act] 
that were covered by the termi-
nated grant [to] revert, upon the 
effective date of termination, to 
[Lee].”

Those rights include the exclu-
sive right under §106 of the Copy-
right Act to create and to authorize 
others to create derivative works 
based on To Kill a Mockingbird. 
Prior to the termination of the 1969 
grant, Dramatic held an exclusive 
license to stage non-first-class pro-
ductions of adaptations of To Kill 
a Mockingbird, as part of the rights 
conveyed under the grant.

When Lee terminated the 1969 
grant, she regained her right to 
authorize new non-first-class pro-
ductions of adaptations of To Kill a 
Mockingbird, because that right was 
part and parcel of her copyright in 
To Kill a Mockingbird.

The derivative works excep-
tion does preserve Dramatic’s 
right to “continue to utilize” the 
Sergel Play “under the terms of 
the grant after its termination.” 
However, Lee’s promise that the 
Sergel Play was to be the only one 
the amateur acting rights of which 
she would permit to be licensed 
is not a term governing how the 
Sergel Play is “utilized.”

Dramatic framed its asserted 
right as the right to “use the Sergel 
Play as the exclusive stage adap-
tation of To Kill a Mockingbird for 
non-first-class productions.” The 
Second Circuit held that it is more 
accurately understood as the right 
to authorize–or to prevent the 
authorization–of new stage adap-
tations of To Kill a Mockingbird for 
non-first-class productions.

The right to prevent further 
stage adaptations of To Kill a Mock-
ingbird for non-first-class produc-
tions is part of the copyright in To 
Kill a Mockingbird itself, and that 
right reverted to Lee upon termina-
tion of the 1969 grant.

Conclusion

Dramatic’s interpretation of the 
derivative works exception lacks 
statutory or judicial support, as 
both the Southern District and 
the Second Circuit have now con-
firmed. This novel theory, like a 
troubled theatrical production, 
may have reached the end of its 
run.

liminary injunctive relief in suits 
against governments.”

Adler noted that the court’s 
decision in 2022 to block Texas’ 
social media regulations triggered 
dissents from four of the justices. 
Justice Samuel Alito Jr., for instance, 
wrote at the time in a dissent joined 
by Justices Clarence Thomas and 
Neil Gorsuch that Texas “should not 
be required to seek preclearance 
from the federal courts before its 
laws go into effect.”

“[I]t would seem that Justice 

Kavanaugh switched, and perhaps 
that is why he felt compelled to 
write,” said Adler.

Of course, Kavanaugh’s solo 
concurrence doesn’t reveal much 
about the court’s feelings as a 
whole, noted Somin. 

Somin also suggested that Kava-
naugh’s short opinion seemed to be 
somewhat in tension with his past 
writings placing a heavy emphasis 
on the likelihood of success on the 
merits as a factor in determining 
whether to grant emergency relief. 
“Maybe there’s some higher level 
consistency between those two 
positions which I’m not under-
standing,” Somin said.

Ultimately, Thursday’s order is 
yet another example of the lack of 
clarity surrounding the high court’s 
emergency docket. Maybe that’s 
by design. 

“One possible view of what’s 
going on is that they do not in fact 
have a clear five-justice majority 
on what the standard should be 
[for emergency relief],” Somin said. 
“That there’s enough internal dis-
agreement in the court of what 
the standard should be that you 
get these variations in each case 
of shifting coalitions of justices.”

not intended to give legal advice; 
SHIELD is just for possible consid-
eration).The “S” in SHIELD is for 
companies to scope their AI sys-
tems and tools–to have an inven-
tory at-the-ready that provides a 
knowledgeable starting place for 
all compliance actions that may 
need to follow.

The “H” requires a company to 
obtain sufficient information about 
its use cases – to highlight those 
use cases, allowing the company 
to then determine whether or not 
they trigger any legal obligations.

The “I” acknowledges that there 

are state, federal and international 
laws relating to AI use cases that 
can be triggered and therefore need 
to be identified.

The “E” refers to the establish-
ment of oversight and accountabil-
ity for the scoping, determining of 
use cases, and identifying appli-
cable laws. Often, but not always, 
this falls to the legal department, or 
the compliance and audit function.

The “L” suggests a logging or 
tracking of decisions that are made 
relating to the AI tool – for instance, 
what an acceptable use case might 
be; what the data sources are that 
are used to train or fine tune a 
model (which can relate to trans-
parency obligations).

The “D” relates to detecting and 

responding to the changing legal 
landscape. The landscape has 
shifted in the past few months, 
and will certainly be shifting again.

A company needs to find a con-
sistent way to track and update its 
compliance efforts to reflect any 
additional, or even reduced, obli-
gations.

The SHIELD guidelines are flex-
ible and assume a changing regula-
tory landscape. For the moment, 
companies have a smorgasbord 
of requirements that they need 
to fulfill, domestically and inter-
nationally.

It is a challenging but tremen-
dously exciting time–no lawyer 
working in this area can claim a 
routinized practice.

formance of judicial duties if not 
provided by court system]).

Applying this standard to the 
present inquiry, we conclude that 
purchasing artwork depicting sig-
nificant historical public figures, 
locations, and events for display 
in courtroom and chambers 
(assuming it is lawful) is an ethi-
cally permissible use of de mini-
mis campaign funds inasmuch as 
it serves a non-political purpose 
that is connected to the judge’s 
judicial office.

Accordingly, the inquiring 

judge may use his/her de minimis 
unexpended campaign funds to 
purchase artwork for the judge’s 
courtroom and chambers, which 
will become the property of the 
Unified Court System (see e.g. 
Opinions 16-29/16-50; 06-162; 22 
NYCRR 100.5[A][5] [prohibiting 
use of campaign contributions 
for “private benefit”]). The images 
must, of course, be consistent with 
the dignity and impartiality of the 
judiciary (see generally 22 NYCRR 
100.2[A]; 100.2[B]; 100.5[A][4][a]). 
We further note that the judge may 
only display artwork in the court-
room after obtaining appropriate 
administrative approvals (see 
Opinion 09-167).

In light of this conclusion, we 
now overrule point two of Opinion 
22-102. Where remaining unexpend-
ed campaign funds at the end of 
the window period are de minimis, 
they may be used to commission 
a historical plaque for the judge’s 
courthouse, regardless of whether 
such an expenditure was “within 
the contemplation of campaign 
contributors.” We also hereby 
modify other opinions as necessary 
to eliminate our prior “within the 
contemplation of campaign con-
tributors” standard. We expect 
this will make it easier for judges 
to close their campaign accounts 
expeditiously after conclusion of 
the window period.

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dy case filed their appellate brief, it 
was discovered that the child had 
reached the age of majority and the 
appeal was mooted.

Trial counsel had attempted 
to reach out to the appellate 
attorney, but both the appellate 
attorney and the attorney for 
the child were insistent that the 
appeal should move ahead. It 
was only upon consultation with 
another appellate agency that 
the appellant’s attorney finally 
moved to withdraw the appeal. 
Trial and appellate attorneys may 
not always see eye to eye, but col-
laboration is essential—especially 
when children are at the center 
of the case.

Another successful collabora-
tion took place in a custody case 

where both parents shared joint 
custody and one parent unex-
pectedly passed away while the 
second parent was residing out 
of state. When the grandparent 
of the deceased parent stepped 
in to effectively remove the child 
from the care of their only living 
parent, the trial attorney immedi-
ately sought the advice of appellate 
counsel for next steps. Together 
the trial and appellate attorneys 
fashioned a strategy to protect the 
child’s best interests.

Preserving Appellate Rights. 
Another important area of coop-
eration occurs at the end of the 
trial and the outset of the appeal. 
Appellate and trial counsel who 
work in the same office can also 
collaborate in preserving the 
client’s right to appeal and initi-
ating the appeal process. When 
an adverse decision is issued, 
both attorneys can discuss the 
outcome with the client and fully 
inform the client of their appellate 
rights and how appeal procedures 
work.

If the client decides to take an 
appeal, a determination can be 
made as to whether the office 
should keep the appeal or seek the 
assignment of new counsel. Some-
times a conversation with appellate 
counsel after a trial reveals that 
it would be better for a different 
office to handle the appeal. It might 
be because the client was unhappy 
with the outcome or because a 
legal issue is best framed by hav-
ing it raised as a claim of ineffective 
assistance of trial counsel.

In any event, trial and appel-
late counsel can work together to 
prepare the initiating documents 
and, in a proper case, a motion 
for a stay of enforcement pending 
appeal. Whether the office decides 
to handle the case on appeal, the 
client will have been well-served 
by the attorneys’ joint effort, and 

their rights to pursue an appeal will 
have been fully protected.

Litigation Support

Another critical role of appellate 
counsel is providing robust litiga-
tion support to busy trial attor-
neys. The authors of this article 
have seen the benefits of such 
support in varied scenarios. One 
author leads an appellate unit at 
an institutional defender that also 
has a trial unit. The trial attorneys 
know that they can reach out to the 
appellate team anytime for help.

Trial counsel often seek the 
advice of appellate counsel on com-
plex issues during the trial. Utiliz-
ing such advice during the trial not 
only provides a different perspec-
tive on the legal issues involved, 
it allows for appellate counsel to 
help identify and preserve issues 
for appeal. Offices with both trial 

and appellate teams have the 
unique opportunity for their appel-
late teams to collaborate with their 
trial teams throughout the entirety 
of the trial.

In a criminal case, appellate and 
trial counsel may collaborate on 
motions in limine and memoranda 
of law on trial issues, crafting jury 
instructions, and preparing post-
trial motions. Similarly, in Family 
Court cases, appellate counsel can 
assist with legal research, motions, 
and properly preserving the record 
for appeal.

Note that practitioners who do 
not have in-house appellate coun-
sel can obtain helpful free consults 
in criminal and family law matters 
by reaching out to the Statewide 
Appellate Support Center at the 
New York State Office of Indigent 
Legal Services.

Collaborations Bring Success. 
Collaborating with appellate coun-
sel from the beginning of the trial 
can help in winning a trial or pre-
serving a great issue for appeal. 
In one criminal trial, the charging 
instrument was duplicitous and 
entirely unclear as to what particu-
lar actions amounted to the crime 
charged. The trial judge denied all 
motions to dismiss the accusato-
ry instrument as insufficient and 
duplicitous.

After consulting with the appel-
late team, the trial attorneys made a 
motion in limine for a ruling on the 
particular actions that the prosecu-
tion claimed made out the charge, 
and the trial attorneys tried the 
case in a manner that honed in on 
the confusing nature of the charge. 
The defense similarly requested a 
particularized jury charge. The very 
first jury note asked about the par-
ticular actions that made out the 
crime charged. Ultimately, the jury 
acquitted the defendant.

In another case, a solo practi-
tioner reached out to the appeals 

bureau for guidance when mid-
trial the judge declared a mis-
trial. The client had a panic 
attack while testifying and was 
unable to immediately continue 
testifying. The defense attorney 
had informed the court that the 
defendant did not want a mis-
trial. With the help of appellate 
counsel, trial counsel brought a 
CPLR article 78 proceeding to pre-
vent a retrial on double jeopardy 
grounds. Together, counsel pre-
served for appeal an interesting 
double jeopardy claim.

Consultant Supports Trial Team. 
Another author has provided 
litigation support as a part-time 
consultant to a public defender 
office, where she assists the Family 
Court team upon request. Typical 
requests include drafting motions 
and memoranda of law on a wide 
range of ethics, evidentiary, and 
dispositive issues.

These might encompass mat-
ters like moving to dismiss a peti-
tion for failure to state a cause of 
action, seeking to vacate a default 
or consent order, opposing sum-
mary judgment in a Family Ct Act 
article 10 proceeding, arguing for 
disqualification of an attorney 
based on a conflict of interest, or 
explaining why certain documents 
contain inadmissible hearsay.

The office in question is the 
Albany County Public Defender’s 
Office, led by Hon. Stephen W. 
Herrick, who last year created the 
consultant post to assist the trial 
attorneys and to handle selected 
appeals. The Family Court Super-
vising Attorney, Meaghan Speed-
ling, explained how the appellate-
trial partnership has worked so far.

“In our office, trial attorneys 
must sometimes triage. We have 
five Family Court judges and 
more courtrooms than staff attor-
neys. When complex issues arise, 
it’s incredible to have an expert 
in the field at our disposal to 
help us, to do research, to write 
memos, and to review our motion 
papers.”

Speedling added: “At our peri-
odic meetings, we brainstorm 
and discuss issues we see and 
may want to do research on. It’s 
been wonderful. Having an appel-
late consultant also enables us to 
do more of our own appeals, and 
it was invaluable to have the con-
sultant moot-court two attorneys 
who were doing oral arguments 
in the Appellate Division for the 
first time.”

In sum, as to appeals and ongo-
ing trial court proceedings, appel-
late counsel should seek a dialogue 
with trial counsel to gain relevant 
insights on the case and the cli-
ent and to stay abreast of current 
developments. And trial counsel 
should answer when appellate 
counsel comes calling and welcome 
a collegial request for a partnership 
to advance the client’s interests. 
As to litigation support, appel-
late counsel can provide valuable 
assistance to trial counsel to help 
win cases and effectively preserve 
issues for appellate review.

best firm for the job regardless of 
their firms’ political leanings. Some 
also were not keen to compromise 
a longstanding professional rela-
tionship, even if the firm took a 
stance they disagreed with.

Tim Parilla, chief legal officer 
at LinkSquares, a Boston-based 
company that makes AI contract 
management software, said that his 
company’s use of outside counsel 
is “pretty limited.” But, when he 
does work with external lawyers, 
he said, “I like to hire lawyers, not 
firms,” adding that he’ll often “fol-
low partners from firm to firm as 
well.”

Some types of legal work are 
easier to move than others. One 
general counsel who spoke on 
condition of anonymity noted, 
“Corporate work is the stickiest—
those relationships are often tied 
to the board or financing history. 
But litigation, regulatory, employ-
ment law, and IP work? Those are 
much easier to move and rarely 
rise to executive visibility.”

“There’s a range of day-to-day 
legal work where I have complete 
discretion–and that’s where you’ll 
see movement first,” said Whitaker. 
He noted that “there’s a real con-
cern about institutional stability. If 
a firm you’ve invested in suddenly 
can’t represent you because of 

outside pressure, that’s a major 
problem for companies.”

That being said, Whitaker 
acknowledged that it isn’t uncom-
mon for a client to choose a law 
firm that fits their values. “I know 
of law firms that have been sub-
ject to executive orders organizing 
pitches to groups of GCs—intro-
ducing themselves to legal depart-
ments that may not have worked 
with them before,” he said, adding 
that GCs United might start orga-
nizing similar events. “There’s a 
clear groundswell of interest in 
supporting firms that have stood 
their ground.”

Reluctance To Make a Change

Some GCs and the companies 
they represent aren’t keen to make 
drastic changes to their legal roster 
overnight, though. “Everyone’s in 
a tough spot,” Whitaker said. “The 
fact that we even have to worry 
about retribution is concerning. 
… General counsel are weighing 
their reputational risks, the impact 
on their companies, and how to 
protect their clients. That calculus 
isn’t easy.”

Companies that are nationally 
distributed are more likely to con-
sider their employee base as well 
as clients when making legal deci-
sions, said the insurance GC.

“We have 20,000 employees, 
about half of those are [in] what 
the press would call ‘flyover coun-

try,’” the GC said. “Our employee 
population looks like the U.S. elec-
torate; it’s split 50/50. … So we go 
through great lengths to be neutral, 
anti-political.”

While this GC said they are work-
ing with “one, maybe two firms 
that have reached a deal with the 
administration,” he said, “we don’t 
have full visibility into why they 
made that decision,” adding that 
it was likely “they did it because 
they thought it better served the 
interests of their clients.”

Still, whether a firm has cut a 
deal with Trump wasn’t entirely 
important to this GC either way. 
He said the company has sought 
other representation before based 
on economics, but added, “We are 
managing through the current 
state, and if there’s a change in 
party in the next election and the 
shoe is reversed, we will continue 
our best efforts at neutrality.”

Administrative Order Of 
The Chief Judge Of The 

State Of New York

Pursuant to article VI, § 28(c) of the New York State 
Constitution and section 211 of the Judiciary Law, 
upon consultation with the Administrative Board 
of the Courts, and with the approval of the Court of 
Appeals of the State of New York, I hereby amend, 
effective July 7, 2025, sections 24.6(g), (n) and 25.18 of 
the Rules of the Chief Judge, by adding the underlined 
material and removing the [bracketed] material, to 
read as follows:

 
PART 24. TIME AND LEAVE

Section 24.6. Other Leaves With Pay

(g) Conferences. Four days’ leave per annum with-
out charge to an employee’s leave credits may be 
allowed to attend conferences of recognized pro-
fessional organizations. Such conferences must be 
directly related to the employee’s profession [of] or 
professional duties. This leave is subject to the prior 
approval of the administrative authority and to the 
staffing needs of the court or agency.

(n) The Chief Administrator of the Courts or [his 
or his] their designee may grant leaves with pay for 
reasons not itemized in this Part.

PART 25. CAREER SERVICE

Section 25.18. Establishment of a Continuing Eli-
gible List

The Chief Administrator of the Courts may estab-
lish a continuing eligible list for any class of positions 
for which [inadequate numbers of qualified persons 
are found available for recruitment or appointment] 
such lists are appropriate. The Chief Administrator 
may only establish continuing eligible lists for any 
class of positions filled through open competitive 
examination. Names of eligibles shall be inserted in 
such list from time to time as applicants are tested 
and found qualified in examinations held at such 
intervals as may be prescribed by the Chief Admin-
istrator. Such successive examinations shall, so far 
as practicable, be constructed and rated so as to 
be equivalent tests of the merit and fitness of can-
didates. The name of any candidate who passes any 
such examination and who is otherwise qualified 
shall be placed on the continuing eligible list in the 
rank corresponding to his or her final rating on such 
examination. The period of eligibility of successful 
candidates for certification and appointment from 
such continuing eligible list, as a result of any such 
examination, shall be fixed by the Chief Administra-
tor but, except as a list may reach an announced 
terminal date, such period shall not be less than 
one year; nor shall such period of eligibility exceed 
four years, except as provided in section 25.17 of this 
Part. Subject to such conditions and limitations as 
the Chief Administrator may prescribe, a candidate 
may take more than one such examination; provided, 
however, that no such candidate shall be certified 
simultaneously with more than one rank on the con-
tinuing eligible list. With respect to any candidate 
who applies for and is granted additional credit in 
any such examination as a disabled or nondisabled 
veteran, and for the limited purpose of granting such 
additional credit, the eligible list shall be deemed to 
be established on the date on which his or her name 
is added thereto.
